Articles of Confederation
· Why did the Articles of Confederation fail?
Vocabulary:  ratify, Articles of Confederation, legislative branch, executive branch, judicial branch, inflation, Northwest Ordinance

· How does the Constitution define the government of the United States?
· How does the Constitution create “checks and balances” within our government?
· How does the Bill of Rights protect the American people?
