	Component
	Possible Evidence

	1a
	· Within lesson plan, teacher identifies possible misconceptions
· Pacing Guide

	1b
	· Student interest inventory
· Private seating chart that keeps “nuggets” of personal info about students
· Present levels from student’s IEP’s

	1c
	· Preassessment
· Essential questions and/or objectives
· Tiers of interventions, planning for diverse learners

	1d
	· Uses of leveled texts, makes reference in planning
· Use of manipulatives
· Use of technology appropriate for the lesson

	1e
	· Guided reading/math groups
· Different ways to demonstrate learning through learning activities
· Planning for differentiation

	1f
	· Planning for formative assessment
· Reference of expectations for students



	Domain 2: Classroom Environment

	Component
	Possible Evidence

	2a
	· Teacher greets students as they enter the room
· Students take turns to speak
· Students inviting each other to speak

	2b
	· Samples of student work posted
· Students talk about what they don’t understand
· Students willing to take risks by asking questions

	2c
	· Preselected groups are established
· Using random reporter-way to manage responses and engage students
· “Jobs” in the classroom

	2d
	· Rules posted with reinforcement
· Students reminding each other about classroom expectations
· Proximity control

	2e
	· Walk the halls prior to observation





	Domain 3: Instruction

	Component
	Possible Evidence

	3a
	· Giving clear directions, both orally and visually
· EQ and/or objectives posted
· Number of times students ask for clarifications

	3b
	· Track questions by jotting down the “stem” of question
· Tracking number of higher-order vs. lower-order questions asked by teacher 
AND by students
· Follow-up questioning by teacher
· Tracking questioning per gender

	3c
	· Engagement=Brain Sweat of the Students!
· Student-to-student dialogue that is on-task
· Percent of students actively participating
· Time log of on-task vs. off-task
· Time log for pacing of lesson

	3d
	· Look at actual test items
· What does the teacher do with formative assessment
· What feedback does teacher provide when returning an assessment

	3e
	· Teacher pauses a video to check for student understanding
· Pause lesson for understanding before moving on with lesson



	Domain 4: Professional Responsibilities

	Possible Evidence

	4a
	· Dialogue during post-conference
· Collect reflective information from post-conference

	4b
	· Gradebook, midterms, progress reports

	4c
	· Emails
· Phone log
· Website
· Letters

	4d
	· Attendance/participate at staff meeting
· Active participation in professional development
· Willingness to present/share with staff

	4e
	· Peer coaching

	4f
	· Assume a leadership role with colleagues
