MEETING MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER
The Meeting scheduled for 6:30pm at the District Administration Office was called to order at 6:30pm by Mark Bahr, President.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion was made by Russell Braiden to approve the minutes for the regular Board Meeting Minutes of February 17th and the Special Board Meeting for February 25 with no additions or corrections, seconded by Steve Sorensen.

STAFF RECOGNITION
Kelanee Crowther from Centauri High School was recognized for her 23 years with the district.  Curt Wilson expressed his appreciation for her excellent work and dedication to the students.  Members of the Board of Education also expressed their appreciation.

HOSA PRESENTATION
Rodney King introduced Kylie Padilla, Alysia Martinez, Tausha Vigil as first place State CORPS winners.  The three students made a presentation of their winning reports and requested permission from the Board to attend the National Leadership Conference in Orlando, Florida.

A motion was by Russell Braiden to amend the agenda to add action item; approval of HOSA trip to Orlando, Florida, seconded by Joseph Baroz.

STUDENT PRESENTATION:  Kelly Reynolds reported that the LJE 5th grade students are all required to do a science project.  Seventeen of the students qualified for the Regional Science Fair, nine of them place 1st, 2nd or 3rd.  LJE received the Small Elementary School Award.  Ms. Reynolds stressed how important it was that the students did their projects on their own.  

Susan Hamilton reported on the nine CMS gifted and talented students that attended Legislative day in 
Denver.  The students who attended reported on their experience and what they learned.  State Senator Johnston meet with the students and answered the students questions.  Jesse Shawcroft was very impressed with how well behaved and respectful the students were.  

Janice Price reported on a second chance student Chris Pearly who submitted a poem for a creative writing publication.  Chris read his poem.

OPPORTUNITY FOR CITIZENS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD:

KC Jarvies asked the board for funds for a Eagle Scout project; to put lights on the football field so that night games can be held during football season.

Valentina Valdez asked the board to consider placing recycle bins in all the schools, and educate the students about the benefits of recycling.  Funds raised could be used for student clubs.

HEALTH INSURANCE PRESENTATION:
ABA made a second presentation to the Board about their health insurance plan versus BEST.  Their plan will save money for the district, provide equal or better coverage for the employees.  Board asked questions about benefits, and implementation.  The new insurance coverage will encourage primary health care, co-pays for office visits.  The Board decided to hold a Special Board Meeting on March 31, 2014 at 7:30 to make the decision as to whether to change from BEST to ABA.  

DEPARTMENT REPORTS/ACTIVITIES:

The Board reviewed the achievement reports from ME, LJE, CMS, CHS and On-line/Alternative Programs.
Board wanted to know about the LJE Community Night sit for March 20th.  Denny  Fringer from ME reported that the students are working hard on T-Cap tests.  Susan Hamilton says that the T-Cap testing is going well with the on-line and alternative students.  

Mark Bahr reported that the BOCES meeting would not be until the following night; March 19th.  He would report at next Board Meeting.

Rodney King reported that the calendar for the 14-15 school year that the board will vote on at the April Board meeting will be similar to the 13-14 calendar.   

Curt Wilson reported on DAC-T-Cap testing.  Mr. Wilson that he did 12 training sessions at all times of the day, mornings, evenings, after school, and that there were proctors in every class room, that the proctors signed documents of confidentiality.  T-Cap testing should be completely finished prior to Spring Break.  There were two small misadministration; which were promptly reported to CDE.  Mr. Wilson also reported that the boxing and shipping of the completed test will be done in a professional manner. 

Mr. Wilson also gave the Board a CHSAA update.  There will be a change to the Wrestling Divisions which should be more favorable to small school districts.  Mr. Wilson also gave a presentation on CHSAA school finance and how to afford activities on less money from the state.  Mr. Wilson also reported on the 3A BB and the public versus private school debate.

Mr. Wilson reported on the CHS T-Cap testing, ACT Prep, Boettcher Scholar, Daniels Scholar, and Spring sports.  

Kevin Schott gave his administration report; made comments of appreciation for North Conejos Students; and to Mr. Wilson for the outstanding job he has done as the DAC and that the T-cap standards have been raised.    Mr. Schott also reported that work on the budget for 14-15 has begun; looking at the list of items for summer repair and maintance.  Mr. Schott reported that the principal evaluation will be presented at the next board meeting in April.  Mr. Schott attended the State Superintendent meeting where the negative factor was discussed; asked the Board to pass a resolution to restore the negative factor.  Mr. Schott also gave the Board information on the Teacher of the Year Award.  

DISSCUSSION ITEMS:

Debra Buckman presented each Board Member a three ring binder with the year to date monthly financial reports.  Ms. Buckman encouraged the Board members to review the reports and let her know of any questions.  

Ms. Buckman also gave the Board members information on GASB 68, a new policy regarding the unfunded PERA amount which will have to be carried on the school districts balance sheet starting in June 2014.  

Mr. Schott gave an update on the parking lot repairs, with cost estimate from Asphalt Constructors.  
Need to wait for CDOT to give okay on entrance off Hwy 285 before work can begin.

State Finance Letter of Support: The Board discussed passing a resolution to reduce/do away with the negative factor.
