Subject:  "Highly Qualified" Status notification 
Saint Paul Public Schools is committed to keeping you informed about your child's education.  Under the 2001 "No Child Left Behind" Act, teachers of core academic subjects must be fully licensed in those subjects to demonstrate federal "highly qualified" status. 
Core academic subjects are:

	Reading OR Language Arts

	Science

	Foreign Languages
	Civics and Government

If teachers are not fully licensed in the core academic subjects they teach, even if they are working under special Board of Teaching permissions, they do not meet the "highly qualified" requirements. Saint Paul Public Schools is required by law to notify parents/guardians when their child is being taught for four consecutive weeks by a teacher who is not “highly qualified” according to the definition set by federal law.  
This status does not impact your child's ability to obtain credit for this class nor the quality instruction that is expected of all of our teachers.
