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1. One field trip per grade level or course per year.

2. College trips are unlimited as approved by the principal and district office.

3. Field trips must correlate with the curriculum and the district strategic plan.

4. Local field trips are not subject to the one field trip rule at the discretion of the principal (e.g. Cowan Museum, Liberty Hall, Veteran’s Museum, Tarkil Branch Farm Museum, etc.)

5. Field trips that are part of the actual curriculum are exempt from the above limitations (e.g. – Heath Occupation interns, etc.)

6. No field trips prior to September 23, 2019.

7. No field trips after May 1, 2020.

8. Activity buses cannot be used for trips more than 30 miles outside of North Carolina.

9. Activity Bus Request Forms are no longer required.

10. Make sure to:

a) Include Class or Grade Level AND number of students
b) First AND Last name of all Supervisor(s)/Chaperone(s)

11. Forms that are not filled out in their entirety will be denied.

OUT-OF-STATE/OVERNIGHT
Additional Requirements
Note: Myrtle Beach is considered “in state” for the purposes of this policy
1. detailed routing of the entire trip including all scheduled stops;

2. the name(s), address(es), and contact information for all lodging accommodations;
 
3. lodging details, including the number of students in each room, whether there will be a chaperone on each floor, where the rooms are located (e.g., block of adjacent rooms, separate floors for males and females, etc.), description of showering and restroom facilities, and other relevant information; and

4. if all students and chaperones will not be lodged in a single building (e.g., different hotels, separate cabins, etc.), a detailed description of where the students will be in proximity to the rest of the group and to the chaperones.  

The principal and Superintendent/Designee may grant preliminary approval if it will be impractical or impossible to complete all of the specific details of the request until permission to proceed has been granted.  Final approval will be subject to receipt of all additional information required by the principal and Superintendent/Designee.  In extenuating circumstances, the principal and Superintendent/Designee may extend the deadline for filing a trip request in advance.
