What is Title 1?








Title 1 is a federal program that has been in existence since 1965.  The goal of Title 1 is to provide extra help and instruction for the students who need it. Title 1 programs generally offer smaller classes, additional teachers/paras, extra instruction in reading and math, and a variety of teaching methods and materials.


Title 1 teachers, classroom teachers, and parents work closely together.  Children are selected using various data including STAR tests, Cbm’s, oral reading fluency (ORF), screeners, and referrals. Selection is based on most in need each year.  At MLS we are serving our selected Title students within our Multi-Tiered Support System (MTSS).
