

STUDENTS:
· Get to the bus stop at least five minutes before the bus is scheduled to arrive.
· Prior to boarding, wait until the bus has come to a complete stop, the door opens and the bus driver says that it is ok to board.
· Never walk behind the bus.

· Never stop in the road to pick something up that you have dropped without the driver’s approval.

· Always walk on the sidewalk when preparing to cross the street near a bus.  Make eye contact with the driver and wait for their signal to direct you to cross.
· Be aware of the street traffic around you.  Drivers are required to follow certain rules of the road concerning buses, however not all do.  Protect yourself and watch out!
· Never run after a bus.

· Do not distract the driver’s attention other than when necessary.
· Talk in a normal tone and do not shout.  Sudden yelling or movements can startle the bus driver and could cause an accident.
· Do not talk or make unnecessary noise when the bus is approaching and or crossing railroad tracks.
· Never tamper with the emergency exits.
· Follow the same conduct as in the classroom.

· Remain seated and faced forward during the entire ride.
· Cell phones and other electronic devices are not to be used while  riding the bus
PARENTS:
· Talk with your children about their behavior while riding the bus.

· If your child has a conflict on the bus with another child, tell him/her to report it to the bus driver. Ask your child to report the incident to his or her teacher as well.

· While your child is waiting for the bus, make sure that he or she never push or shove other children.
· If your child has to cross the street, wait for the driver’s signal to cross and then check the traffic before crossing the street.

· Have students at the bus stop five minutes prior to pick-up time.
· It is important that the student is at their stop and not inside the house/vehicle watching for the bus.  The driver is not required to stop if the child is not at their assigned stop.

· Even in bad weather these procedures must be followed.

· If your child is late to their assigned bus stop, please DO NOT let the student run after the bus to try and catch it.  The child could get injured.
· Never enter the bus at the bus stop or interfere in any way with the operation.
· The school principal is responsible for disciplining students reported to him/her by the driver.  Questions regarding discipline should be directed to the school principal.  Questions regarding stops and routes should be directed to the Transportation Director.

MOTORISTS: 
· SLOW DOWN!

· Remember that children are unpredictable in their actions.  Take extreme caution when traveling in a school zone.

· Follow all directions given by crossing guards.

· Slow down and prepare to stop whenever you see yellow school bus light flashing.

· STOP! Never pass a school bus when there are flashing red lights.  It is AGAINST THE LAW.
