We will provide multiple opportunities to learn about the school-wide WIN/Title I program.
· There will be school wide Family Title I events and activities throughout the year (online this year) where WIN teachers and classroom teachers will have information available to you describing the WIN/Title I program.
· You are able to access Title I information at the district and on the Birch Lake website.
