[bookmark: _Toc417553854]Set up the Course CSS in the Course Syllabus

Every course that is customized needs to identify where to go within the BrainHoney resource structure to use the common css file. This is done by uploading a file to the Course Syllabus that does nothing more than point to where the actual css file is stored.

[bookmark: _Toc417553855]Get the Correct css Import File from the Common Share Drive

The file to use can be found on this common share folder:

As of 4/13/15, there are sub-folders in that location, which are organized by the Course Names.
Our example will use this folder - course-customization-BT-OHM-Universal-Course-Intro
Double click on that folder name and drill down through HTML\css until you reach this folder:

Copy this file (notice it has the word import as part of its filename) to your desktop or in one of you own folders. Do NOT modify any of the source files stored on the common share.

Depending on what type of course is being customized, you will need to copy and save for uploading the appropriate import file. All BrainHoney Training courses use the file above.

[bookmark: _Toc417553856]Steps to Upload the css import file to the Course Syllabus

[bookmark: _Toc417553857]Open the Syllabus of the Course you are customizing.
Double Click on the Syllabus icon.

[bookmark: _Toc417553858]Navigate to the HTML folder
In the Syllabus View, on the right side panel are the Course Files.
If there is no folder named HTML, then you are going to create one when you upload the css import file. 
If an HTML folder already exists, click on the arrow next to it to see its content sub-folders and files. 
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If there is no folder named css, then you are going to create one when you upload the css import file. 
If and css folder already exists, click on the arrow next to it to see its content file. 
If you need to overwrite the existing file or if you need to create the new css folder and upload the import.css file, this is where you have to be to do that.

[bookmark: _Toc417553860]Use the Add function to upload the css import file.
The Add icon is on the bottom of the right panel. Clicking on it will bring you to a popup window where you can upload your file.
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[bookmark: _Toc417553861]Add File Popup Window
The first time the window opens, the sub-folders will not be opened to show you the contents of them. You can click on them to navigate to the sub-folder where you want to put your file. For the css file, it should always be placed in this path HTML/css. You can click on the arrow next the HTML folder to drill down into the css sub-folder.

Locate the css sub-folder and open it.
You can click on the arrow next the css folder to drill down into the sub-folder. 
If you have to create either the HTML and/or the css folder, make sure you use the exact CASE that is shown in these examples. HTML is all uppercase and css is all lowercase.

When you are positioned where you need to be, click on the Browse button to navigate to the area of your pc where you copied the brainhoney_training_courses_import.css file and then click the Upload button.
If you get a popup window asking you if you want to overwrite the file, click yes. You will only need to upload this file once per Course.

The Course Settings need to be setup using the following options. 
Click on the Course Settings to make those adjustments.

A popup window allows you to set the Course Settings. Make sure that the checkbox for Use a course stylesheet is CHECKED. If this is the first time one has been setup for the course, you will need to select the style file. Select the file from the pulldown menu that you uploaded in the previous steps.

After checking the Course Settings to use a stylesheet, you will now be able to see a Styles pull down menu in the Editable Content windows. 
*** Note – The Styles Pull Down menu does NOT work in Chrome or Firefox. It will work in Internet Explorer.
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There are basically three types of customization files that can be uploaded or pasted into a course object and/or html page.
Editable Content 
HTML files for Assessments
HTML stand-alone files

The raw html code needed to this is slightly different for each of these types of source files. In addition, once you have created an Editable Content object and pasted in the html, the BrainHoney TinyMCE editor modifies the html and removes all line breaks. This makes it very difficult to go back to edit the HTML again. 
[bookmark: _Toc417553866]Source File Backups
It is highly recommended that all html based content that is used in a course be placed on the common share as .txt files. This will preserve the code layout and make it easier to re-edit the code if needed. 
Course content files should be stored on the current BOCES common drive path:

Each course can be further sub-divided with folders for each course Module/Topic within the course
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Naming conventions for the source-code .txt files should be followed so that it is easy to correlate the backup filenames on the common drive with the actual BrainHoney Course Module and Activity. 
In the professional development sample course use in these examples, there was only one Module so I did not create a sub-folder for just that module. For other courses, I would recommend creating a sub-folder for each BrainHoney MODULE name.
I used the exact name (including case and spaces in the activity name) that appeared in the Activity title bar for the name of the corresponding customized .txt file.
Before modifying an existing Activity’s content, you need to make a backup of the Activity code. Edit the Activity in BrainHoney and click on the TinyMCE html icon. Copy the source html code to your clipboard and then paste into a blank Notepad file. Save the backup of the file by using the phrase –original appended to the file name. Save the file with a file extension of .txt.
The backup file contains the jumbled html code that was copied from the TinyMCE html editor. Although the files contain html, name them with an extension of .txt. It is easier to open the code in Notepad and copy and paste back into the TinyMCE html editor. 
Before you copy your new .txt file content, to paste into the TinyMCE html window, make sure that your Notepad option has Word Wrap turned off.

You can create a stand-alone web page and upload it to the Course Files folder. 
Then you can create an Activity, in the Syllabus, that LINKS to that html file. This type of file will require the starting <html> tags, the body html and the closing footer tags to the ending </html> tag.
See Appendix C for a sample of the code to use on an Independent Stand-alone Web Page which is also referred to as a generic html web page.


[bookmark: _Toc417553876]Editable Content Area
The editable content Object allows you to view and edit the raw html of the content. 
See Appendix B for a sample of the code to use on an Editable Content - Html Code.
For an existing activity, you can edit the object and then click on the HTML icon in the TinyMCE editor. This will pop up a window that contains the existing html content.

First make a copy of all the content in the Activity to create a backup .txt version of the Activity. Save the backup to the course’s common share Module folder. 
It is suggested that you make edits using Notepad and save the .txt version to the common share folder. The Notepad version is easier to edit. If this is a brand new Activity, you can start with the template for editable content.

If you make edits in the TinyMCE file, you will not have a file that is easy to modify. The TinyMCE editor removes all the line breaks in the resulting html and that makes it very difficult to read and edit.

Because most content was created prior to setting up CSS style sheets, the existing html for Editable content will contain text formatting that does not match our style sheet. 
You can see this in the html view with tags that might look like this:

Step 1. It is recommended that you copy the backup .txt file to a new Notepad file to do your edits. 
For example, you would save the file with this filename:

Step 2. Open a new Notepad file and copy the html to the new file. Save the file with this name

Step 3. In the new file which you saved in Step 2, format the html by entering line breaks on the html tags. That way you will better be able to see the starting and ending tags and remove those that do not apply. See this sample of the html code after line breaks have been added.

Step 4. Copy the top Customization Code. 
Open your copy of the editable content sample file. You will copy code from that into the file you saved above. See filename editable_content_template_final.txt. You will copy up to a specific point in the template file to get the front end code needed for you editable content customization. See sample below:

Step 5. Make room for the Top customization code
Using the html on your clipboard, go to the first line of your file. If there is no blank line at the top of the file, add a few. Paste in the content from your clipboard.

Step 6. Paste the Top customization code into your new file.
Paste the template customization html code from your clipboard html at the top of your new file.

Step 7. Copy the bottom/footer Customization Code.

Step 8. Paste the Bottom/footer customization code into your new file.
If there are no blank lines at the bottom of the new file, add a couple so you have room to do the paste. Paste the template customization bottom html code, from your clipboard, to the bottom of your new file.

Step 9. Review the existing Activity code for further changes.
In the sample shown, there was a table that contained the Activity title. This entire table can be deleted because it is replaced with the course_heading class. You will need to edit the text for ‘Enter Course Heading here’. You should also remove unnecessary span tags that contain font specification and replace them with the class=”maincopy” tag. When you are removing tags, make sure you removed the code up to and including the matching end tag. End tags begin with </ 
For example, if you are going to remove the content from a starting <div> tag, you need to remove it down to and including the matching end </div> tag. You can also remove extra div tags that were just used for spacing. They would look like this. <div>&nbsp;</div>

Step 10. Save your code in the .txt file and copy and paste it into the HTML source popup window. Click on the Update button to save the change.
Save your code and then paste it back into the BrainHoney html window to review the results.

Step 11. Review the result and click Done to save the changes.
If you need to edit more, always edit back in your new Activity .txt file and paste back into the html window. This is how you can refine the html best and keep a copy that is easy to read and edit. Your .txt file becomes the source original master.

[bookmark: _Toc417553881]HTML Files for Assessments

The course sample that we have been using for sample code does not contain any Assessment Activities. Therefore, a sample will be shown from BrainHoney Training: Basic Authoring – MASTER course.

Creating a customized Assessment activity uses code that is for a full web page display and they will need the html start and header tags.

Customizing Assessment also requires extra steps to implement it fully.

[bookmark: _Toc417553882]Assessment Files for Non-Standard Assessments (html content by Questions)

An assessment may already be associated with an existing hmtl file. The html file needs to be modified to include the customization code. Performing this edit would be similar to the process followed for creating an Editable Content file. For existing html pages already associated with an Assessment, you will need to get the original html code. The code could be stored on the common share or it could only exist in BrainHoney. Normally it would be located under the Course Files right panel in the HTML folder.
You can download a copy by using the ftp command. That way you would have the original formatting including line breaks. The other option is to Preview the file and View the Source. You can then copy the source code to a blank .txt file, add line breaks and continue the customization from there.

Filenaming Conventions
It is important to name your corresponding .html files with the same Title text as the Assessment that it represents. Below is an example of where the filename does not match the Assessment Title. Because this Assessment was previously associated using a DLAP command, it would be best to modify the Title in the Assessment Edit screen to match the phrase of the actual .html file.
The .html files should match the Title except space characters should be removed from the filename.
In this instance, the Assessment Title should be changed to “Adding Standards”.

If your assessment uses a video, you will need to modify the parameters for the iframe. If your assessment does not contain a video, delete the iframe code and replace it with your assessment unique text and images. 
Modify the type and DM number. 
There are two types of videos that are used in TOMMs.
Make sure that your value matches the correct video type as it appears in the TOMMs Share window.
If you make the wrong designation, for example you use open when the video is really exclusive, it WILL NOT PLAY in BrainHoney.

Private videos contain the following in the src parameter value:  /exclusive/
Public videos contain the following in the src parameter value:  /open/

Modify the number of questions to match the number of questions in your Assessment.
Assessment objects can contain all types of html tags. 
For most courses, assessments will consist of a TOMMs video, in and iframe, followed by the assessment questions. These can all be customized by creating a web page (.html file) and associating it with the assessment object ID number through a DLAP command.
Each assessment can have from 1 to N questions. Your code should match the number of questions used in the activity. The template was setup to show 4 questions. If your assessment uses less than 4, delete the questions that are not used. If it uses more than 4 questions, copy question 3 and modify the copied 3 to change its number to 4 and increase the index of the last question to 5.
This is the pattern of the existing template. Each question is followed by a course_ruler and a paragraph tag. The last question is NOT followed by a paragraph tag.

Save your Assessment as both a .txt and html file and upload the html file to the HTML sub-folder
Save your new file and name it to match the assessment. Save 2 versions of the file, one as .txt and the other as .html - Both files should have the exact same name except the file extension will be different for each. Always keeps these files in sync if you make changes in the future. Make changes in the .txt version and save it as both .txt and html every time that you edit it. Upload the .html version to the Course Files.
