CALL TO ORDER

POLICIES

FACILITY FEES

Mr. Crabtree noted the renovation at G.W. Carver Elementary School had been progressing nicely.  He also noted the progress on Kannapolis Middle School.

Fifteen students were accepted into Kannapolis City Schools for 2017-18 and one denied.  Mr. Clark made a motion to approve the list as presented.  Mrs. Parker gave the second and the motion was approved.
