Journalism Honors I/Yearbook, Fall 2021-2022
Onslow Early College High School

Course Description
This course provides students with the social theories of journalism and introduces them to contemporary journalistic practice. Students will learn about the function and operation of print, electronic and online news media. Issues and concepts to be covered include the relationship of government to media; press freedom and controls; media ethics, and the impact of global communications. The course also covers the relationship of journalism to advertising, public relations and telecommunications, particularly with regard to new technologies. 
· Students will learn and apply business skills that include leadership, communication, collaboration, critical thinking, decision making, sales, and marketing. 
· Students will learn and apply journalistic skills including researching, investigating, interviewing, reporting, and writing
· Students will learn and apply advanced layout, photography editing, photojournalism, and technology skills required to produce the school’s yearbook in a collaborative setting
· Students will learn and apply visual communication theory and practice for photographs, illustrations, graphical and text elements 

Pre-requisites
Students must have completed English I and II Honors, and demonstrate a passion for writing, photography, and/or web design. Students who are interested in taking the course will need to complete an application of interest, prior to enrollment. Course availability is not guaranteed and requires faculty approval.

Walsworth’s Yearbook Camp is also a pre-requisite for the course, and will be held the week of August 9, 2021. 

Rationale
This course will align to the current English standards, while including business and technology skills to prepare students for college and career readiness.  The course provides an honors credit for students to pursue interests in an English elective that continues to offer rigor and authentic product-based learning. 

Products and Software: 
Students will use industry-standard software and workflows as they are introduced to basic techniques and strategies for publishing, designing and managing a yearbook, through Walsworth Yearbook Digital Media software. Students will learn concepts of design, page layout, headline, and story, to appeal to their audiences.
