







Constitution of the Associated Student Body of Interlake High School
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For the enrichment of student life such that the student body may prosper, develop, and flourish, the student body of Interlake High School hereby establishes this Constitution.
Article I: Associated Student Body Officers
Section I
The highest student-composed power shall be vested in the Associated Student Body (“ASB”) Officers. There shall be seven ASB Officers. No ASB Officer shall have a title except “Co-President”. Individual ASB Officers shall maintain a cumulative grade-point-average of at least 2.00, sign up for the LINK Crew class offered in the first semester of each school year, attend the LINK Crew camp as organized by LINK, comply with all Interlake High School, Bellevue School District, Washington State, and federal regulations, as well as any other necessary and proper conditions to qualification as determined by ASB Officers. The term of ASB Officers shall be from the date of their election until the end of the following school year. 
Section II
ASB Officers shall be elected through modified popular vote. The candidates elected shall be a current freshman with the highest number of votes, a current sophomore with the highest number of votes, a current junior with the highest number of votes, and aside from the three candidates aforementioned, the four candidates among the entire candidate pool with the highest numbers of votes.  Such procedure has the purpose of ensuring the presence of highly experienced ASB Officers and ensuring equity in representation within the ASB. 
Section III
ASB Officers have the power to:
(1) Charter, maintain, and regulate clubs, extracurricular activities, and sports;
(2) Plan and host events for the enrichment of the student body, including but not limited to dances, assemblies, fundraisers, and spirit weeks;
(3) Approve minutes, purchases, fundraisers, activities, field trips, reimbursements, and budget adjustments of clubs, sports, or other appropriate entities;
(4) Survey a selection of the student body or the entire student body to solicit information;
(5) Communicate with the student body;
(6) Promote the activities of the various clubs, sports, students, or other appropriate entities;
(7) Convene meetings with the ASB Advisor, the Activities Director, the Athletics Director, the Athletics Secretary, the school accountant, the school principal, the various school assistant principals, and the school office manager at the convenience of the requested employees for the enrichment of the student body;
(8) Convene meetings with the Class Officers for the enrichment of the student body;
(9) Convene meetings of themselves for the enrichment of the student body;
(10) Conduct elections of any officers specified in this Constitution;
(11) Do any action necessary and proper for the enrichment of the student body.
Section IV
ASB Officers shall:
(1) Promote the values of integrity, humanity, scholarship, equity, and inclusion;
(2) Keep necessary records in an online space available for review by any staff member of Interlake High School or the Bellevue School District upon request, including but not limited to meeting minutes and money minutes;
(3) Attend InterHigh meetings in KingCo;
(4) Maintain at least one electronic communications account;
(5) Create and maintain a chartering system for clubs;
(6) Monitor the finances of the ASB for irregularities.
Section V
ASB Officers shall maintain, circulate, modify, and append executive orders for the furtherance of any power or duty described in this Constitution. The text of an executive order shall be approved by a majority vote of ASB Officers and the assent of the ASB Advisor. Where the ASB Advisor does not grant assent, a unanimous vote of ASB Officers in a second vote shall override the denial. Where an executive order has been approved, it is adopted and shall have full effect. Where an executive order conflicts with this Constitution, the provisions in this Constitution control. Executive orders shall be titled along the format of ‘Executive Order X,’ where ‘X’ is an integer one more than the previous executive order, starting with ‘Executive Order 1.’ The powers of ASB Officers shall not be limited to those delineated by the executive orders. The following executive orders shall be devised, adopted, and maintained by the ASB Officers after the adoption of this Constitution:
(1) An order relating to the process of club charter.
(2) An order relating to conditions for club maintenance, including conditions about club budgets.
(3) An order setting forth other conditions for impeachment and other duties of ASB Officers.
(4) An order adopting operating guidelines for all elections under the jurisdiction of ASB.
(5) [bookmark: _Hlk23344367]An order relating to ASB cards.
(6) An order mandating an ASB-sponsored Homecoming dance.
Article II: Class Officers
Section I
There shall be four groups of Class Officers, one for each graduating class of the student body. There shall be five Class Officers for each group, chosen among the constituents of the class the group represents. No Class Officer shall have a title except “Class Officer.” Individual Class Officers shall maintain a cumulative grade-point-average of at least 2.00, comply with all Interlake High School, Bellevue School District, Washington State, and federal regulations, as well as any other necessary and proper conditions to qualification as determined by ASB Officers. The term of Class Officers shall be from the date of their election to the end of the following school year. 
Section II
Class Officers shall be elected by unmodified popular vote of the class represented. The candidates elected to a group shall be the five candidates among the entire candidate pool for that class with the highest numbers of votes.
Section III
Class Officers shall:
(1) Convene meetings with themselves or a section of the class represented for the furtherance of any Class Office objective.
(2) Devise fundraisers to raise money for their prom.
(3) Organize activities to increase class satisfaction.
(4) Attend any meeting convened and requested by ASB Officers.
(5) Plan their prom in conjunction with administrators and ASB Officers. Senior Class Officers shall submit a preliminary plan outlining necessary financial details and any other relevant provisions to the ASB within one month of the start of their senior year, and they shall ensure it is approved by all relevant authorities at least four months prior to the selected date of prom,
(6) Promote the values of integrity, humanity, scholarship, equity and inclusion.
Article III: Relinquishment of Duties
Section I
Where impeaching officers holding the same office as the suspect officer unanimously find that such officer has failed to meet a condition for retaining their position, if the violation is the first in the term of office, they shall confer with a panel of the ASB Advisor, the Athletics Director, the Activities Director, and an administrator for the purpose of reestablishing expectations, creating intervention procedures, and correcting the issue. If the violation is not the first in the term of office, the impeaching officers shall prepare a list of formal complaints against the officer, which, upon determination of validity by the ASB Advisor, shall be presented before the panel mentioned before in this Section, and responded to by the officer if they opt to do so. The panel shall confer and shall only impeach upon unanimous vote. This decision shall be immediate and unappealable. Where the panel has decided to impeach the officer, the panel shall confer regarding whether the officer is able to be re-elected in subsequent elections, deciding in the negative only upon unanimous vote. This decision shall be immediate and unappealable.
Section II
Where an officer has been impeached by the processes set forth in this Constitution, they shall relinquish all powers vested in them and are alleviated of all duties mandated of them by this Constitution and the orders and regulations set forth under its authority. 
Section III
Where a vacancy in a position exists, no special election shall be held. In the case of a vacancy of an ASB Officer, the ASB Advisor and the ASB Officers shall prepare a list of students, chosen among LINK class students, leadership class students and prior candidates for the position of ASB Officer, whom they deem fit for replacement. The ASB Advisor and the ASB Officers shall, by a majority vote, appoint one of the replacements to the vacant position. In the case of a vacancy of a Class Officer, the Class Office Advisor of the class having the vacancy and the Class Officers of the same class shall prepare a list of students, chosen among LINK class students, leadership class students and prior candidates for the position of Class Officer of the aforementioned class, whom they deem fit for replacement. The Class Office Advisor and the Class Officers shall, by a majority vote, appoint one of the replacements to the vacant position. No person shall be appointed who would contravene any provision in this Constitution if originally elected to the position awarded, including but not limited to regulations pertaining to class membership. 
Section IV
Where an officer of any position elects to relinquish their position and has not been subject to any proceedings pursuant to Section I of this Article, they shall notify the ASB Advisor, the Athletics Director, and the other officers serving the same position. Upon notification, they shall relinquish all powers vested in them and are alleviated of all duties mandated of them by this Constitution and the orders and regulations set forth under its authority.
Article IV: Incorporation & Amendment
Section I
This Constitution shall be adopted by a vote of two-thirds of the ASB Officers for the 2019-20 school year.
Section II
Any student or employee may submit the text of an amendment to this Constitution to ASB Officers. ASB Officers shall determine, as a prerequisite, whether to vote on the amendment by unanimous vote. Contingent on the fulfillment of such prerequisite, the amendment shall be adopted by a vote of two-thirds of the ASB Officers.
Section III
Where this Constitution or any authorities promulgated under its authority conflict with Bellevue School District, Washington state, or federal regulations, the conflicting provisions shall be abrogated as narrowly as possible to ensure compliance.
Amendments
Amendment I
Where an ASB account’s funds have been unutilized for a continuous period of two years, ASB Officers may transfer any portion of funds contained therein to the ASB General account by majority vote.
