Executive Order 5
Relating to the institution of processes and conditions for club chartering and maintenance pursuant to Art. I, sec. IV, subsections 1 and 2.
IT IS HEREBY ORDERED: 
(1) Definition of ‘club’ A ‘club’ is a group sponsored by the Associated Student Body (‘ASB’) comprised solely of Interlake High School students which:
a. Has a valid and approved club charter,
b. Has a valid and approved club constitution
c. Hosts meetings with sufficient regularity and substantiality,
d. Has a valid and approved club roster,
e. Is comprised solely of students possessing ASB cards,
f. Has a faculty member advisor or their representative present at all regular meetings,
g. Is comprised of at least ten students
h. Has a substantially different purpose from other clubs,
i. Enriches student life in some way, including but not limited to scholarly, advocacy-related, and service-related pursuits,
j. Has a leadership team comprised of at least one student,
k. Has no ASB bank account or an ASB bank account holding at least zero dollars,
l. Has a valid and approved budget,
m. Does not host any meetings whose duration overlaps with the regular school day or the tutorial period.
n. Maintains accounts on the Final Forms internet site consistent with the directives promulgated by the Activities Director.
(2) Powers of clubs A club has the power to:
a. Request and utilize an ASB bank account,
b. Request the reservation of Bellevue School District facilities without room rental charge,
c. Organize, host, and perform any action related to functions, meetings and activities for the furtherance of its objectives,
d. Affix posters approved through the regulations promulgated by the building principal and ASB in accessible places and with such means not damaging to those places,
e. Purchase items of commerce,
f. Attend functions, events, and activities in furtherance of its objectives,
g. Solicit funds for the furtherance of its objectives.
(3) Definition of ‘prospect group’ A ‘prospect group’ is a group of students organized for the express purpose of becoming a club, but who fail to meet the definition in sec. 1.
(4) False statements Where officers or the advisor of a club or prospect group make false declaratory or promissory statements with the implicit or express intent that ASB Officers or the ASB Advisor act thereupon:
a. The officers shall individually be barred from forming or holding officer positions in any club or prospect group for the duration of two years from the date of the last sanctioned statement. Officers may show cause to ASB Officers in prayer for partial or full relief from this injunction. 
b. The club or prospect group shall be terminated in perpetuity. The advisor may show cause to ASB Officers in prayer for relief from this injunction.
(5) Suspension of club Where a club fails to meet the definition in sec. 1 or achieve compliance with this order, their powers under sec. 2 shall be revoked entirely until complete compliance is achieved. Where a club acts in contravention of its powers, the officers and advisor have made false declaratory or promissory statements for the purposes of sec. 4 of this order.
(6) Club charters A club charter form shall be promulgated by ASB requesting the following information from prospect groups:
a. Club name,
b. Meeting time,
c. Meeting location,
d. Faculty advisor,
e. Assent of the advisor to advising,
f. Advisor email,
g. President,
h. President email,
i. Bellevue School District student identification numbers (‘SID’) and signatures of ten or more members.
Where a prospect group was not a club in the antecedent school year, the president thereof shall meet with ASB Officers to inform the evaluation of the club charter form. The prospect group must also provide the following information:
j. Club purpose,
k. Club functions,
l. Method for enrichment of student life.
Club charter forms shall be evaluated by ASB Officers for compliance with this order. Club charter forms may be amended by clubs and prospect groups with the consent of ASB Officers. Electronic notice shall be provided to clubs and prospect groups of the status of their club charter form. The approval of a club charter form shall stay action based upon sec. 1, subsections b, d, and l for one month after electronic notice. Club charter forms shall be ineffective the date of the termination of the school year in which they were approved.
(7) Club rosters A member is a student who has attended four or more of a club’s meetings. Prospect groups and clubs shall maintain a roster of all their members, detailing the following categories of information for each member:
a. Name,
b. Grade,
c. SID,
d. Email,
e. Officer position,
f. Whether the member possesses an ASB card.
Rosters are ineffective the date of the termination of the school year in which they were approved.
(8) Club check-ins ASB Officers shall sporadically attempt attendance of a random, purported meeting of a club. During such attendances, ASB Officers have the power to do any action reasonably calculated to discover the compliance of a club with this order. Where an ASB Officer believes compliance has not been achieved, they shall convey that belief to the ASB Officers. Where a majority of ASB Officers vote to affirm the belief, the club shall be deemed to have violated those subsections enumerated by ASB Officers. Club officers may show cause to ASB Officers in prayer for relief from this finding. Where the belief is that the club advisor and their representative have been absent twice in the school year of the club’s charter, the officers and advisor have made false declaratory or promissory statements for the purposes of sec. 4 of this order.
(9) Negative balances Where the ASB General account transfers funds into the ASB bank account of a club with a negative balance, ASB Officers, club officers, and the club advisor shall fashion an agreement by which the club reimburses the ASB General account for all funds transferred on penalty of the sanctions outlined in this order.
(10) First semester bar All unfiled and pending club charter forms shall become ineffective on the date of the termination of the first semester of the school year. Prospect groups may appeal to ASB Officers for an exception, showing exceptional circumstance to support the petition. Where ASB Officers grant the exception, the excepted club charter form shall not be subject to this bar.
(11) Mandate of charter Where a supervisory employee of the Bellevue School District, Washington State, or federal government expressly mandates the chartering of a prospective group, the prospective group shall be chartered notwithstanding defects it may possess.
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
