Executive Order 8 
Relating to the establishment of a Student Council. 

Whereas current student leadership opportunities privilege too few with a voice to effect change, 
Whereas current student leadership opportunities require high levels of commitment that discourage many who would be otherwise interested, 
Whereas different types of leaders thrive in different organizational structures, 
Whereas an expansion in leadership opportunity will diversify the quantity, types, and activities of school functions, 
Whereas the voices of certain groups have disproportionately low levels of representation within student government, 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED: 
1. Composition The Council shall be composed of one primary Representative and one alternate Representative chosen among each fifth period class. 
2. Funds Representatives may request that ASB Officers transfer funds from the ASB General bank account to the Council bank account for the express purpose of hosting events, functions, or activities to benefit the student body. 
3. Elections Each graduating class shall select two Class Officers to receive membership in the Council, ensuring that no fifth period has more than two selected Class Officers from any class or ASB Officers. Where a fifth period class has two ASB Officers or selected Class Officers, they shall determine who will be the primary Representative and who will be the alternate Representative, ensuring that an ASB Officer is the primary Representative when possible. Where a fifth period class has one ASB Officer or selected Class Officer, they shall be the primary Representative. The fifth period class shall hold an election for alternate Representative consistent with the description hereinbelow. Where a fifth period class has no ASB Officers or selected Class Officers, the fifth period class shall hold an election both for primary Representative and alternate Representative.  
The elections process shall proceed consistent with the following prescriptions. All students in a fifth period class shall be candidates unless they explicitly withdraw their candidacy. Where there are no more withdrawals, the vote shall occur without delay. Campaigning of any sort shall be prohibited. Each student shall have two votes. These votes may be cast for as many candidates as the student chooses. The candidate with the most votes shall be the primary Representative. The candidate with the second most votes shall be the alternate Representative. Where two candidates have an equal number of votes, they shall determine who will be the primary Representative and who will be the alternate Representative. 
4. Meeting The Council shall convene once per month. Each fifth period class may send up to one Representative.  
5. Duties Representatives shall present a report to their fifth period class during the subsequent fifth period describing the results of the monthly meeting. 
6. Special Duties Representatives who are ASB Officers shall fashion an agenda previous to each monthly meeting, disseminating it to the Representatives. They shall serve as heads of the Council. They shall take note of all decisions made during the meeting. Representatives who are Class Officers shall prepare official post-meeting minutes. 
7. Removal Representatives shall not be impeached. Representatives may be removed by their fifth period teacher, the ASB Advisor, or the Leadership teachers contingent an explanation is provided. 
8. Renewal This Executive Order shall become void the 30th of June, 2020 unless renewed by ASB Officers. 
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
