5. What do you love to learn about?  How would you describe yourself in the classroom at DMHS? How would your classmates describe you?
6. Please give me a favorite quotation and explain its’ significance to you.
7. What movie or book has had the greatest impact on you?  Why?
8. What are you looking for from a college?  (Be specific about major, internship programs, travel abroad, etc.)  What can you contribute to this school and their community if they accept you?
9. Are there any unusual circumstances that have affected you or grades during your high school timeframe? (illness, a move, death in the family etc.) Explain the impact.
10. If you are an IB student, what is the topic of your Extended Essay and why is this interests you?
11. Is there any other pertinent information that you want colleges to know about you?
12. Are you the first in your family to attend a four year college?
