· Review your Pre-ACT scores when available
· Get involved with community-based and leadership oriented activities that reflect your interests. 
· Create a list of honors, award, and extra-curricular activities to use for college and job applications
Second Semester
· Choose challenging classes for your Sophomore year
· Continue to explore college and career options
· Begin to prepare a resume
· Look into summer learning or summer job opportunities
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· Order your Final Transcript in June – It is important to review your final grades each year.
