· Access free AP resources (if enrolled in AP Classes)
· Explore Scholarship options
· Take the PSAT/MSQT (offered at AC Flora High School in the Fall)
· Review your PSAT scores when available
· Continue to be involved with community-based and leadership oriented activities that reflect your interests. 
Second Semester
· Choose challenging classes for your Junior year
· Consider taking the SAT and/or the ACT, depending upon your current course load 
· Make sure you prepare prior to taking any exam by using free test prep sites, such as Kahn Academy
· Continue to explore college and career options
· Begin college tours
· Begin to prepare a resume
· Continue to add to your list of honors, award, and extra-curricular activities to use for college and job applications
· Look into summer learning or summer job opportunities
Summer:
· Order your Final Transcript in June – It is important to review your final grades each year.
