First Semester
· Talk to your parents/guardians about school and your future (college, career, and/or military)
· Maintain grades in all classes (11th grade is the final opportunity given to colleges prior to acceptance next fall)
· Attend College and Career Fairs (Richland One offers one each fall to Juniors and Seniors)
· Begin College tours.
· Explore college and career options – complete a Career Interest Inventory
· Access free AP resources (if enrolled in AP Classes
· Explore Scholarship options.
· Take the PSAT/NMSQT (offered at AC Flora High School in the Fall)
· Take the ASVAB (Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery) It is a military entrance exam that is given to determine enlistment eligibility and job training eligibility. It is also a wonderful Career Interest Inventory for all students. This test is administered at AC Flora High School. 
· Continue to be involved with community-based and leadership-oriented activities that reflect your interests. 
Second Semester
· Choose challenging classes for your Senior year.
· Take the SAT and/or the ACT (if you have not already done so)
· Make sure you prepare prior to taking any exam by using free test prep sites, such as Kahn Academy
· While reviewing colleges, review costs, scholarships, and financial aid (FAFSA)
· While reviewing careers, review education, salary, and cost of living information
· Continue College tours.
· Prepare a resume.
· Continue to add to your list of honors, award, and extra-curricular activities to use for college and job applications.
· Look into summer learning or summer job opportunities.
Summer (before Senior year):
· Order your Final Transcript in June – You will need this for applying to college.
