Summer (before senior year):
· Order your Final Transcript in June – You will need this for applying to college
· Order through https://www.parchment.com/ 
· Strengthen your college list prior to applying
· Continue college tours
· Begin College Applications- Most applications open on August 1st
· Apply directly through the College or University or
· Use Common Application: https://www.commonapp.org/
· Use Coalition Application: https://www.coalitionforcollegeaccess.org/
· Request letters of recommendation from your teachers, counselors and outside recommenders
· Give 2 weeks’ notice
· Complete the Student Information Sheet and submit to all recommenders so recommendations can be written
· Prepare a resume
· Finalize your list of honors, award, and extra-curricular activities to use for college and job applications
· Continue to be involved with community-based and leadership oriented activities that reflect your interests. 
First Semester
· Talk to your parents/guardians about school and your future plans (college, career, and/or military)
· Complete and submit College Applications in accordance with college and university deadlines
· Write and revise college application essays
· Maintain grades in all classes (your mid-year reports will be requested by colleges after the first semester) 
· Attend College and Career Fairs (Richland One offers one each fall to Juniors and Seniors)
· Continue college tours
· Continue to explore college and career options – complete a Career Interest Inventory
· While reviewing colleges, review costs, scholarships and financial aid (FAFSA)
· While reviewing careers, review education, salary and cost of living information
· Access free AP resources (if enrolled in AP Classes)
· Explore Scholarship options
· Take the SAT or ACT if you need to increase your score for college acceptance or scholarship opportunities.
· Make sure you prepare prior to taking any exam by using free test prep sites, such as Kahn Academy
· Send your SAT or ACT Scores to colleges/universities if required
· Take the ASVAB (Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery) it is a military entrance exam that is given to determine enlistment eligibility and job training eligibility. It is also a wonderful Career Interest Inventory for all students. This test is administered at AC Flora High School.
· Complete and submit scholarship applications

Second Semester
· Take the SAT and/or the ACT if you need to increase your score for college acceptance or scholarship opportunities.
