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Achievement in Academics


· US News and World Report ranks Dreher as the seventh best high school in South Carolina.

· Seven seniors were named National Merit Finalists:  Kathleen Allden, Porter Burkett, Jacob Lenski, Luke Lumpkin, Grace Stricklin, Leah Vazsonyi and Florence Wang.  This year we have more finalists than all but four schools in the state.

· Leah Vazsonyi was awarded a National Merit Scholarship.

· Three seniors were named National Commended Scholars:  Zuri Gilmore-Stevenson, Celeste Johnson and Thomas Johnson.

· 335 of our students took 736 AP exams in 2018.  73.6% of those exams were passed with a score of 3, 4 or 5.  The national average was 57% and the state average was 57%.   A 100% pass rate was achieved by the AP Art and AP Seminar students. 95% of the Physics I, Calculus B/C and AP Research students passed those exams.

· The mean scale score of our Algebra I End-of-Course tests takers was 67.4; the statewide average was 68.4. The mean scale score for English I students was 80.6, versus 74.4 statewide.  Students taking the Biology I EOC last spring averaged 76.3, compared to 69.5 for students across the state.  The mean scale score for American History was 76.7, compared to 69.9 for juniors across the state.

· The mean composite score on the ACT of Dreher seniors graduating in May 2018 was 19.3, bettering the state average composite score of 18.3.

· Of the 270 juniors taking the Ready to Work tests in the spring of 2018, 87.8% received a performance certificate.  Bronze certificates were awarded to 16.3% of test takers; silver to 57.4%; gold to 7%; and platinum to 7%.
