☐Behavior Education Program - Check In/Check out (CICO): CICO, also known as Behavior Education Program (BEP), is a 
lessons, teachers use various techniques, including games, didactic discussion, role- playing, and group interaction to teach children communication and problem solving-skills and the thought processes necessary for good decision-making.
