AP US History is the study of cultural, economic, political and social developments that have shaped the United States from 1491 to the present. You’ll analyze texts, visual sources, and other historical evidence and write essays expressing historical arguments.

	Explanation

	What is the classroom routine? (ex. Lecture, online module, notebook systems/requirements)
	Class time is for practicing our analysis of documents, writing and discussion of complex historical topics. Each day is different but usually includes some time of whole class discussion and independent work. On rare occasions there will be some notetaking while listening to lectures.  

	What are the regular homework tasks? How often? How much time?
	Homework is due every Wednesday. You are required to outline one chapter of the textbook (we use a review book so it’s less reading). And you will watch a couple of 5-minute YouTube videos on the same topic.

	None

	Grading Overview (include categories, weights, late/re-do/make up policy)
	All work is graded, this includes homework, classwork, quizzes, and tests. The classwork and homework make up the largest percentage of the grade and all students should get full credit if it is complete. 

	AP Classroom or other online tools students will use regularly.
	Students will be expected to use Edpuzzle for the homework videos. 

	Are there labs or other activities/requirements that are integral and specific to this class?
	None required but there will be after school review sessions and one Saturday practice exam before the AP test in the Spring. 

	What are the recommended and/or required pre-requisite skills?
	Students should come in willing to work hard and learn. You do not need to know any history coming into this class or even how to write an essay properly because these structures are taught in the course. The biggest requirement is the desire to work hard and learn. 

	Other information prospective students should know?
	This is an AP class that gives 6 units of college credit compared to the usual credit of 3 if you pass the AP exam. It is hard work but very rewarding. You will leave AP US History having gained a better understanding of our country and also the skills to be successful in college.
