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School Calendar
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General Information
The Lion Academy is an enhanced partnership between Camp Hill School District and the Capital Area Online Learning Association. CAOLA is the largest online learning consortium in the state of Pennsylvania. This program is overseen by the Capital Area Intermediate Unit #15.
Unlike outside the district cyber charter programs, the consortium component of the program allows for students to remain enrolled in the Camp Hill School District while taking advantage of online learning opportunities in both full time and part time capacities (up to one credit per year in grades 9-12).
The Lion Academy utilizes five different educational vendors:  Edison, Accelerate Education, eDynamic, StrongMind, and Keys to Driving. Benefits of enrolling in The Lion Academy are:
· Enrolling in the CAOLA program is seamless.  Students remain enrolled in CHSD.
· Students are strongly encouraged to remain enrolled in The Lion Academy throughout the school year.  If extenuating circumstances arise, students can transition to classes in person at CHSD.
· Student schedules are created in conjunction with the school counselor.
· Lion Academy students have access to:
· Extra-curricular (athletics)
· Co-curricular (band)
· Curricular (chorus)
· Dual-enrollment courses
· Student clubs and organizations
· Special events (Prom, Homecoming, Mini-THON, Field Day, Fun Day, field trips)
· Special programs and courses (Science Fair Project, National History Day Project, MS Enrichment Seminar)
· Students enrolled in The Lion Academy receive a Camp Hill diploma upon meeting graduation requirements and participate in the graduation ceremony.


Student Responsibilities
Students pursuing online education have expectations and policies that must be followed:
· Students must meet with the school counselor and/or the Distance Learning Coordinator (DLC) to sign The Lion Academy Student and Parent Agreement Form.
· Adhere to the established marking period timelines.
· Follow all policies outlined in the Camp Hill School District Student Handbook.
· Follow the weekly meeting time established with the DLC.
· Log into courses and complete the required lessons.
· Maintain an open line of communication with the DLC and online CAOLA instructor.
· Notify the DLC and CAOLA teachers of any planned excused absences.
· Use appropriate language, proper grammar and spelling when sending electronic communication.
· Follow the CHSD plagiarism guideline and Acceptable Use Policy.
· Students are required to participate in all state and school mandated assessments.
Parent/Guardian Responsibilities
Parents/Guardians of cyber students have a unique opportunity and responsibility to participate in the education of their children. Parents/Guardians are expected to:
· Parents must meet with the school counselor and/or the DLC to sign The Lion Academy Student and Parent Agreement Form.
· Directly supervise the student’s education at home.
· Provide a physical environment conducive to the student’s educational needs.
· Obtain the information needed to log in to monitor the student’s progress.
· Attend information sessions offered by the district.
· Log in at least weekly to monitor the student’s progress.
· Assist the student in complying with all rules, policies, and procedures of the school.
· Assist the student in the submission of all forms, applications, and documentation to the school promptly.
· Maintain regular contact with the DLC.
· Monitor student’s computer use to assure that computer equipment and software are used for educational purposes and per school policy.
· Work with the student and DLC to ensure successful completion of the curriculum within the allowable timeframe.
· Assure that all work submitted by the student was completed solely by the student.
· Notify the school immediately of any change in student’s contact information.
· Return all instructional materials and equipment to the school at the conclusion of each course.

Enrollment Process
Students or parents/guardians interested in the Lion Academy should contact their school counselor to explore the next steps.  A meeting with the parents/guardians, student, counselor, and DLC will be arranged to complete the registration process. At the meeting, courses are determined and guidelines for attendance, grading, and technology use will be reviewed. A schedule of regular meetings between the student and DLC will be arranged.
Secondary students are expected to attend school in person for 5 of the first 10 days of enrollment in The Lion Academy to work directly with the DLC. This time together will foster a working relationship between the DLC and student in addition to resolving any potential logistical technical difficulties. Moreover, the work accomplished will create positive momentum and time management skills leading to a successful Lion Academy experience.
Student enrollment and withdrawal windows from The Lion Academy will occur at each of the marking periods throughout the academic year.  Students should communicate their interest to enroll or withdraw prior to those dates to allow processing time. All course work must be completed the last day of each marking period. Marking period dates for the 2021-22 school year are below:
· Marking period 1 concludes on 11/3/23
· Marking period 2 concludes on 1/12/24
· Marking period 3 concludes on 3/26/24
· Marking period 4 concludes on 5/22/24


Attendance
A student’s daily attendance will be based on students logging into their CAOLA course(s) daily. 
Students who do not log into their CAOLA course(s) will be marked as unexcused absent.  All absences are counted as unlawful until the Camp Hill School District receives a written excuse explaining the reason for the absence.  Elementary parents/guardians must bring a note to their school or email Darlene Bitting (Hoover) at dbitting@camphillsd.k12.pa.us or Stacy Piscotty (Eisenhower) at spiscotty@camphillsd.k12.pa.us. Secondary parents/guardians must bring a note to the MS or HS office or email Katy Nelson (Attendance Secretary) at knelson@camphillsd.k12.pa.us.  Notes must be received within 3 school days of the absence.
Students that have accumulated more than twelve excused and/or unexcused absences may be required to provide a written excuse that indicates the student was seen by a doctor or medical practitioner. If you have any questions, please contact the school office so that we may work together to ensure the student’s educational success. 
Our district policy for attendance is the same for both in person and remote learners.
· State Law provides that parents/legal guardians are responsible for ensuring that their student(s) attends school. Students taking online courses are expected to follow the school calendar.
· Attendance will be tracked.
· Students not attending school as mandated by the law will be considered truant. Students and their legal guardians are subject to local truancy laws and regulations.
· Absences must be accompanied with proper documentation to the student’s home school as outlined in the Camp Hill School District policy.

Grading
All course work is graded by the CAOLA teacher. Students are subject to CHSD marking period and end of year deadlines. Marking period grades will be published on the student’s report card.  Assignments not completed by the end of the marking period will result in a zero for each uncompleted assignment.  All assignment grades are used to calculate the marking period grade.  Grading guidelines will follow Camp Hill School District Policy.  

Academic Progress
The content and assignments of each Lion Academy course align with Pennsylvania’s content standards or other nationally accepted content standards. The standards are written by highly qualified teachers and have been through a rigorous multi-step review process. 
Each online course contains multiple methods for students to learn the material that accommodates different learning styles. Every online course has an online or hard copy textbook to specifically accomplish the lesson objectives. Each lesson has an assessment to gauge the student’s understanding of the lesson objectives. Note, however, that Advanced Placement courses may not have all of these features.
Students enrolling as a full-time online student will work with their school counselor, DLC, and parent/guardian to determine proper placement in courses. The school places the student at the appropriate level taking into consideration previous grades, courses taken, earned credit, academic performance, assessment tests, and graduation requirements. 
The DLC and school counselor monitors the student’s progress and helps to coordinate academic assistance as needed.  The student’s CAOLA teacher also monitors the student’s progress and, if necessary, creates interventions to help the student master the lesson objectives. Students and parents/guardians have access to grades online.  Students and parents/guardians will receive quarterly report cards and regular progress reports from the DLC.

Plagiarism 
Plagiarism is defined as copying/stealing and passing off as one’s own, the ideas or words of another, using someone else’s created product without crediting the source, or committing literary theft. Examples include the following: 
o Turning in a paper retrieved from an Internet source as one’s own 
o Using another student’s work in whole or part and handing it in as one’s own 
o Using information from an encyclopedia, book, textbook, web site, database, etc., without citing the source 
o Using another person’s idea, opinion, or theory without citing the source 
o Using any facts, statistics, graphs, drawings, pictures, sounds or other piece of information which you found from any source that is not common knowledge, without citing the source 
o Using quotations of another person’s actual spoken or written word without citing the source 
o Paraphrasing (putting into your own words) another person’s unique ideas, spoken or written, without citing the source 
As the Internet becomes increasingly more accessible and sophisticated, the incidents of plagiarism in submitted student papers and projects have increased. Many institutions of higher (post-high school) education penalize plagiarism with student expulsion. Therefore, in the interest of the student’s future education, as well as the school’s part in the personal development of students, Capital Area Online Learning Association and CHSD Lion Academy will follow the policy on plagiarism as outlined below: 

Consequences for plagiarism include the following:
Level 1 or First-time Offense
 1. Conference with student, Distance Learning Coordinator and Principal/Assistant Principal.
 2. Notification of parent(s) by Principal/Assistant Principal.
 3. Student required to redo all or part of paper/project/assignment, for an academic penalty of 
           50% of the total assignment grade. 
 4. Office Discipline Referral (ODR form) completed and Saturday detention assigned.
 5. Notification to NHS advisor. 
Level 2 or Repeat Offense
1. Conference with student, Distance Learning Coordinator, and Principal/Assistant Principal.
2. Notification of parent(s) by Principal/Assistant Principal.
3. No credit given for the assignment
4. Student required to redo all or part of paper/project/assignment to demonstrate minimum 
    proficiency of required content.
4. Office Discipline Referral (ODR form) completed and out-of-school suspension assigned.
5. For full-time Lion Academy students: A required due process hearing scheduled to determine 
    enrollment status.
6. Notification to NHS advisor.





Student Services

Special Education Services
The Lion Academy provides a learning model for students with special needs due to the flexibility, adaptation, and individualized programs.
The school district’s special education staff collaborates with the student, parent/guardian, and other stakeholders to develop the student’s IEP.  The school counselors collaborate with the student, parent/guardian, and other stakeholders to develop the student’s 504 Plan.
The DLC provides each of the student’s CAOLA teachers with the IEP or 504 Plan to assist in meeting educational goals.

Students in the Lion Academy maintain their GIEP and related gifted support services.

Dual Enrollment Opportunities
Students may enroll in courses at a post-secondary institution on their campus or online, with which the district has an articulation agreement. For approved dual enrollment courses, the student will earn both high school credit and college credit through the post-secondary institution.
The student must meet the entrance requirements for the post-secondary institution. 
All college and tuition costs, including all fees, materials and transportation shall be the responsibility of the student and parents/guardians. 
The student shall be responsible for having a college transcript sent to the High School Counseling Center prior to receiving a high school graduation diploma. 
College courses will appear on the high school transcript and will receive high school credit when a grade of “C” or better is earned. For example, a student takes Sociology at HACC and earns a grade of “B” and 3 credits. The CHHS transcript reflects the course name, a grade of “S” for Satisfactory, and one credit. If the student does not earn a grade of “C” or better, a grade of “U” will be assigned on the CHHS transcript and no credit given.

Graduation
Students enrolled in The Lion Academy receive a Camp Hill diploma upon meeting graduation requirements and participate in the graduation ceremony.  Refer to the Course Planning Guide on the Counseling Department webpage on the CHSD website for graduation requirements.




Technology
Students are expected to abide by CHSD School Board Policy 815 Technology/Internet Use while enrolled in The Lion Academy.  Failure to do so may result in disciplinary actions and loss of privileges.  Students should refer to the district website or the Camp Hill School District Student Handbook for additional information.  
Students experiencing technical difficulties with their district issued device should email camphillhelp@caiu.org for support.  When requesting support, please include the following in the email:  student name, name of individual submitting request (if different than student), and a detailed description of the problem.  Technical support will be provided only for the district issued device, technical support cannot and will not be provided on local area networks in the home or for home printers.  Other technology related concerns should be directed to the DLC prior to reaching out to IT support.

Email:  Make sure you (guardian and student) are checking your email daily.  This is our primary mode of communication and some information may be time sensitive.  You will also be a part of a Schoology group where announcements and information will be posted. This is optional, but helpful!

Grades:  You will be getting marking period report cards this year, so make sure you are keeping up with the pacing in your courses.  Any assignments not completed by the marking period end date, will be given zeros and averaged into your overall grade.

Pacing:  I will send a pacing email after each of our weekly meetings.  It is important that you meet your assignment goals each week, so you do not fall behind.  Your weekly count is for NEW gradable assignments submitted. If you consistently fall behind in your pacing and don’t meet your weekly goal, you will need to come into my classroom until you are caught up.  1 Week Behind-Warning, 2 Weeks Behind-You must come into school until all classes are back on track (all Edison classes in Green and/or all past due assignments in all courses have been turned in).

Attendance:  Attendance is taken daily.  In order to be marked present each day, I must see activity in the system for 5 out of 7 days each week, and you must complete the Google Attendance Doc EACH DAY.  Your week begins on the day of your meeting, and ends the day before your meeting (Ex. Tuesday meeting, your week is Tuesday-Monday).  If you need to take a weekday off, make sure you make up that day over the weekend. Requirement:  You must complete the Lion Academy Attendance Doc in Google (located as a permanent announcement in Genius) EACH DAY.  This will help avoid issues with attendance.  That way, if I can’t find activity in the system, there is proof that you have logged in.  This will help keep you accountable, and will also help with any questions I may have about your attendance.

Weekly Meetings:  Weekly meetings are MANDATORY! Please make sure you are attending your meeting each week, so that we can work together to keep you on track in all of your classes! Zoom info reposted below.

Office Hours:  If you have something you would like help with, a question you need answered, or just want another check in, send me an email or Schoology message to set up an appointment! Appointments can be Zoom, phone call, or in person!  I’m here to help if you need me!
