b. We need to set a date. 
i. Sonya suggested after spring break. 
ii. Samantha said that Jen should have some input on the date. 
c. Becky said we need to have the expo before April. 
d. Sonya will put out a newsletter in the next week. 
i. Let her know if you have anything to add. 
C. Kristine asked about the PSSA results. 
a. Dr. Mark said they are waiting for all districts to be finished. 
b. In the past, we were mailed results. 
D. Kristine asked about the Yearbook Committee.
a. She said she is willing to help collect pictures. 

III. Treasurer’s Report: Kate Woodruff reported: 
A. We had $27 extra dollars from the book fair and $50 from a bank error. 
B. We paid for the author visit $1450
C. We had printing costs of $170. 
D. We had more school supply reimbursements (about $5,300)
E. Honeybaked Ham will refund us for a late delivery. 
a. Dr. Mark said she will call them to make sure. 

MOTION: Samantha motioned to add Instructional Coach as a line item ($250) to the budget. Kate seconded. The motion carries. 

MOTION: Samantha motioned to approve the treasurer’s report, Mike seconded. The motion carries. 

IV. New Business
A. Writer’s Club Proposal: Lee Anna Hooper would like to offer a writer’s club to the Corl Street Community.
a. We would like to offer it to grades 3-5 and we surveyed them to guage interest; 40 said ‘definitely,’ 40 said ‘maybe.’
b. We would offer space and time for kids to write. 
c. In room 134, kids like to write together and after school will give them the opportunity to do this and discuss their stories. 
d. We would like to meet once a week for an hour and we will provide snacks. 
e. It will start in the new year with a celebration/showcase at the end. 
f. We need money for crayons, pencils, notebooks, playdough to build story, beads, magnetic poetry pieces, etc.
g. The total amount requested for 40 kids is $693 (17.34 per student), $1303 for 80 kids ($16.28 per student). 

MOTION: Samantha motioned to fund the Writer’s Club for $1,500 per year as a line item, Kristine seconded. The motion carries. 

B. Family Night: Nicole Gee reported:
a. Game Night Proposal: Lending station to check out game and refreshments in February. 
i. Dr. Mark said that we would need to follow the health and safety plans. 
ii. Nicole said we will wait until another year for the game night. 
iii. Lee Anna Hooper suggested a virtual read aloud. 
1. Kristine suggested that we could space out grades at different times on the LGI stairs. 
iv. Dr. Mark said that Radio Park did a virtual gameroom. 
b. Movie Night Proposal (April/May). 
i. Samantha said that Ferguson Township Elementary has an inflatable outdoor movie screen; maybe we could borrow that. 
ii. Kristine said that she has a movie projector. 
iii. Jennifer suggested Parks and Rec to see if they have outdoor projector screen. 

MOTION: Samantha motioned to adjourn. Kristine seconded. The meeting adjourned at 7:53 PM.
