Accept Minutes from March Meeting—March minutes were accepted.
1. CAC Updates
a. School Health Council (Sandy Bargainnier/Megan Shaper) 
Wellness policy update:  A copy of the report was distributed to members.  Council is off to a slow start b/c change comes slowly.  Policy has been in school district for 2 years now.  Biggest change has been within the school lunch program but revenue is being lost in a la carte sales because there is no longer soda sales and other a la carte sales.  Trying to decide is school lunch program is supposed to be self supporting or not.

Nutrition curriculum remains the same and so does the physical education program.  No changes have occurred as a result of the policy.  However, school district is not even close at all levels for CDC recommended physical activity.

Swimming program comes under fire every year and the school health council feels strongly about the value of the program.  Jeanne added that the student panel would like to have physical education year round and have electives in high school south.   They like the bagels and the fruit choices.  (not the beagles)
Lorraine asked how kids will find out about summer lunch program.  It will go out as part of the June menu with elementary students.  Information is sent out to organizations in the area and a public announcement is in the school newsletter.  Lorraine asked if counselors at the schools could also get the information.

Three sites are Park Crest Terrence, Center Estates, and Ashworth Woods.
b. Safety in the workplace (Ed Poprik)
CAC for facilities:  Staff liason for CAC for facilities which makes recommendations to the school board.    Ed is working with the board to update the district wide facilities plan.  Additionally, Ed chairs the workplace safety committee, which is certified by the state.  Reviews workers comp accidents for the month and school nurse reports.  Walking safety inspection of schools, they meet at a different school every month.  Ed also coordinates the emergency operations plan in case of an emergency or disaster.  Meets several times a year with other school districts to share best practices and make sure there is some coordination and consistency among districts.
2. Program Updates

a. Student Panel Notes (Jeanne)
Students report that bullying doesn’t happen often and when it does happen, it is among girls.  Student panel members may not experience it and it does decrease in 11 and 12th grades.  Kids aren’t necessarily identifying behavior as bullying but just call it meanness.  Planet Peace and Project Pride have helped.  Harassment occurs outside of school but did mention that some guys at the high school have a list of bad girls and good looking girls.  Hazing not really occurring.  Jackie Hook and Doug Coatsworth from Child Friendly Initiative collected information from students and talked to them about their feelings about school and community.  Discussion about Advisory ending.  
b. PAYS survey (Jeanne)
Results are not in yet.  Were supposed to be in the beginning of May.  Will be on the agenda in the fall.

c. PATHS update (Jeanne)

Promoting Alternative Thinking Strategies curriculum will be piloted in two kindergartens next year, Gray’s Woods and Radio Park.  The curriculum approach focuses on teaching self-control and reduction of aggression.   A handout was included with more specific curriculum information.

d. Strengthening Families Update (Denise and Jeanne)

We are trying to implement the program in State College.  Already being done in other school districts in the county.  Difference between SFP and Guiding Good Choices is that there is time allotted each week for parent and children groups to come together, instead of being in separate classrooms for the entire session.  Classes will be offered to parents of children 10-14 years old.  Classes will be advertised in community education guide.
e. SDF grant update (Jeanne)
i. Review Budget and make adjustments 

Safe and Drug Free proposal budget needs to be cut by $3,500.  Money is mostly used for SAP to pay for guest teachers for SAP teachers to go to trainings.  Committee voted to cut food money for budget and leave it in for training.  
f. Self-Medication Procedures at the High School

Nurses have serious concerns about this b/c it doesn’t matter if the prescription is a controlled substance or not.  Much discussion occurred over what medications should be self- administered (Tylenol) and what should not, as well as sharing of medications.
