1. Public Comment:

2. Approval of Minutes from February 17, 2009 meeting:  Minutes were approved as written. 
3. CAC Updates

a. Wellness Committee - Megan Schaper shared the cafeteria Environment guidelines with the group.  The group liked the guidelines and were happy about students being encouraged to schedule a lunch.   Megan also mentioned the summer lunch program information is available on the district website.
b. Nurturing Committee (Jeanne Knouse) 

i. PATHS program/School Wide Positive Behavioral Supports 
1. Mental Health component with RTI at Elementary level next year.

ii. Strengthening Families Proposal/Prevention Research Partnership 

iii. Morale Survey – Simple 5 question survey – the CAC liked this idea and would like to draft a letter to the School Board and the Superintendent explaining the CACs perspective and that in order to help boost morale we also need to address students mental health needs. The letter will include information on how students are not prepared to handle conflict.  Jeanne will draft a letter and send out for comment and suggestions before submitting to the Board. 
iv. Olweus Bullying Prevention Program - similar to PPPP but with a staff training component, looking into getting a grant to fund.  
4. Sexting updates (High School had a presentation about sexting and simply advised students to not do it)
5. Safe and Drug Free Schools Grant got signatures and cut $1,000 from the travel and expenses.
6. CPI objectives – district will train one trainer per building, offer CPI on MLK day, each school have a core team trained in all CPI strategies but district goal to train all staff on verbals, offering a summer training in august for new teachers/
7. Swine Flue/Pandemic update - keeping in close contact with the health department, pandemic team met and reviewed the plan, sent out staff emails on precautions, and notified parents through alert now on the process.
