5. Counseling Services Updates 

i. Career Cruising—looking into it for elementary schools.  Targeted at career implementation.  Counselors are going into sixth grade classes and students are starting portfolios. In high schools they are going into homerooms and doing it four times a year.

ii. Discuss Counseling Career Services—The school plan is on the website under Counseling Services.  It provides details such as the philosophy and the curriculum for each grade level.
