4. CAC Updates

a. SHAWC update- Policy Update – First meeting is October 25, 2017 at 3:45 PM.  Just updated the policy this summer.  Comprehensive policy that was approved by the board and followed federal mandates.  There was an effort to develop more awareness of efforts in the schools, such as good nutrition.  This effort is happening through local efforts in the buildings.

b. Food Service Update (Megan Schaper) – Creative thinking around kitchen and how it will operate given new construction process.  Kitchen is in flux.  With the construction, the kitchen is behind.  Students may have to walk over to north building for lunch.
c. CAC for facilities (Ed Poprik) –Hoping to move into new sections of south building after Christmas.  On track for that timing.

d. All Hazards Plan:  Talking about whether to add more security but the police cautioned that the incident did not happen on school grounds.  People did like the communication around the issue but some staff were upset that names were not shared.  Extra counselors were on hand at the middle schools and across the district to speak with students as needed.  School is reaching out to parents to try to provide restorative justice process with the families.  Parents have expressed sympathy for both kids involved.  Did not reach out to offender’s family soon enough.

3. Counseling Services Updates  


a. K-12 Counseling 

i. Discuss Counseling Career Services –  

1. Career Cruising –5th, 8th, 10th graders need so many hours of career instruction.  Introduced career cruising for 6-12 th. (Jeanne Knouse)

ii. Universal screening for behavior – 20 questions, 6-12th grade, green, yellow, red zones indicate need for extra support.  High school counselors enjoyed having this information and felt that it captured kids who otherwise might have fallen through the cracks.   PAYS data indicated that there has been a small improvement in mental health levels  (Jeanne Knouse).

iii. PAYS will be taken again fall 2017—6th and 8th grades took it.  So did 10th graders.   (Jeanne Knouse)

b. Train the Trainer or IIRP –  Restorative Practices..  There are 11 trained staff in the district.  Interns, Staff and Delta

c. School Climate and Inclusive Excellence (Jeanne Knouse)

i. Policy—was passed last January.  Now the policy needs to be implemented.  Policy states that the expectation is that all community members deserve a respectful environment.  Steering committee established to figure out implementation.

ii. Data—Data was gathered by the committee.  Demographic data shows that 2.5 % and 5% identify as African American or Multi-Racial.  Low income families are 18%.  

iii. Activity – Witches of Glum—Completed this activity with the group to highlight hidden biases and assumptions.
