a. SHAWC update- Policy Update – (Jeanne Knouse)

3. Counseling Services Updates 
High school counselors are in a temporary office where there is little capacity for confidentiality.  Space is small and office has been busy.   Preliminary data indicates that counseling office use has not dropped.  	Jeanne is keeping close tabs on the situation.
a. K-12 Counseling Scope and Sequence Update 
i. Discuss Counseling Career Services –  
1. Career Cruising K-5 research -  (Jeanne Knouse)—
2. Act 339 updates/requirements (Jeanne Knouse and Cindy Sergeon)
—Through Act 339, school needs to demonstrate that every student is doing at least two activities that meet the career education and work standards in their portfolio.  Currently meeting the standards but do not always have the evidence or the documentation.  The Career Cruising would be an application that can be used to collect the documentation but this application is only used for 6-12th grade.
ii. Universal Screening for behavior – (Jeanne Knouse)—6-12th grade students completed the Beck’s survey.  Working with Cedar Clinic, YSB, and The Psychological Clinic to run some groups to address identified issues.
iii. Peer Nomination Survey 5-12 grade administration winter/spring (Jeanne Knouse)—Will be implemented in February.  Counselors trained with Seria Chatters.  Data will be collected around bullying and who has been bullied and who students have seen being bullied.  Bias education will be implemented next year.
