	Regarding Advanced Classes and College Credit- How do we obtain a transcript with courses taken? Student would like to graduate in three years and is taking classes on line in addition to in class. Is there a list of course work that I can look at for the three year plan?
	Our dual enrollment (college classes) are offered through Rio Salado Community College, a Maricopa Community College.  In order to get a transcript for those college classes, you can request a transcript through the Student Center on the Maricopa Community College site.  This site will be familiar because it is also the way you will register, pay, etc.

For AP exams that will be awarded credit for high scores on the exam (if the college issues credits) see the College Board website: https://apstudents.collegeboard.org/getting-credit-placement/search-policies, students will have to have their AP scores sent directly to the college through their own AP account (College Board). Students in an AP class, will create their account at the beginning of their first AP class and use that account for every AP class they take.  Exams are optional and cost $102/each this year.

	My daughter wants to take summer school to get ahead and have the opportunity to take additional electives. Where can she take classes and what is the procedure for her to get credit?
	We have two options for summer school.  Our on-line high school, Aspire offers all core classes and many electives on-line. These courses cost $200/.5 credit. We also offer an in-person summer school that is offered at no cost though our Pathways program.  For either of these options, please contact your counselor after April 1—they will register you.

	What summer classes are available for a student that will be going into their Sophomore year? E.g., can a student take Algebra 3-4 over the summer?

A student may be able to take math in summer, but it depends on how they want to do it.  They will not be able to take the full year of math on-line—they may only do this with Pathways, our in person program and they only offer honors. 	My student is interested in culinary program at Goldwater, but wants to remain a student at O'Connor. What does this schedule look like and is it possible when she is also committed to wrestling?
	Student may apply for any Deer Valley Signature Program and attend that class on that high school campus.  Culinary is held at Barry Goldwater High School.  When a student applies and is accepted for a program, they will have to take that one class on the other campus and then have at least one other period off so that they can transport themselves (or their parents can transport them) between schools.  That means a student taking a signature program will short one credit from that school year.  They can make up that credit by taking the class on-line for free through Aspire or make up credits in summer, senior year, etc.  Many times the introductory class is offered 1st or last period so that a student will only miss one period for transport, but not always.  So, if a program is offered between 2-6, there would be two periods off for transport which means 2 credits would have to be made up. We don’t know when any particular program will be offered until the summer when the other schools will have their master schedule finalized. 	When is the tuition due for dual enrollment courses?
	The registration and tuition information will be given out to all students in dual enrollment classes in the first week of school.  The deadline is usually several weeks into school and Rio Salado does offer payment plans as well.

	
	For the certificate of Advanced Academics, students can have 2 AP and 2 Dual Enrollment classes instead of 3 AP classes in their junior and senior year.  If this is not possible, then students will have to choose between the honor of receiving the Certificate (it does require the most rigorous classes) or the honor of receiving their AA degree.



	Varsity Letters - How do students earn varsity letters in academics, performing arts, and sports.

	Please contact individual coaches to find out about athletic varsity letters.  There are no letters for Academics, performing arts, etc.  However, both World Language and our Performing Arts offers the Seal of Biliteracy and the Seal of Fine Arts respectively. 	Scholarships - Where can students learn about local scholarships that may be available for 9-12 grade? Is there an area on campus where they are posted? The scholarship databases/search engines provided in the counseling tab seems to be a national scholarship search engine.
	Scholarships take time and effort in order to search for things that may be applicable to any particular student. The Scholarship Databases cover all the rest of the scholarships that are in the world at large.  The one listed at the top is the DVUSD scholarship search which includes only vetted, legitimate scholarships.

	Prep for the next year and also AP subjects and its advantages.
	The biggest advantage for students taking AP classes is that they will be the most prepared for college and not as at-risk of losing any scholarships they earn or not graduating as a result (not being prepared for the rigor of college is the leading cause for both of the above mentioned issues).  These classes also help best prepare students for the SAT and even the ACT due to their ability to think critically and because of the AP exams they prepare for.  Other advantages are that if students are looking to apply to competitive universities, they will be looking for students who take as may AP classes as possible while maintaining a high GPA.  These colleges will also look at a student’s class rank, which can only stay competitive if they take many/all AP classes and earn As in all or almost all of those classes in core area classes.  

As a side benefit, students may earn college credit when the take the optional AP exam if they score high enough and if the college/university they plan to attend awards credit for AP exams.  Each AP exam currently costs $102 (which is a bargain if a student earns credit for that low price). 	Can he get college credits for any current classes or any classes next year? 
	If students are signed up for an dual enrollment classes this year, they would have had to already register and pay at the beginning of the year.  If that has not been done, there is no way to earn credit for any of the classes.  If a student is currently taking any AP classes, they have the potential to earn college credit by taking the optional AP exam at the end of the year.

	Does vocational rehab counts as an elective? 
	To qualify for vocational rehab, a student must be on a 504 or IEP with a qualifying disability.  Vocational rehab alone is not an elective, but we have a class that accompanies participate with voc rehab called Transition School to Work (TSW).  The TSW class earns an elective credit.

	Is graphic design available next semester?
	Almost all of our classes are yearlong classes, so it is not possible to change electives half way through the year.  In fact, once class registration closes on 1/5/24, it will not be possible to make most changes outside of a very limited number of reasons.

What if PowerSchool won’t let me choose the correct class (for example, you are ahead in ELA because of starting ELA classes in the 8th grade Renaissance program, but you don’t have the option to choose junior level English)?  You must choose the wrong class (a 10th grade class) in order to save your class choices.  Counseling will meet individually with students one last time in mid-January.  At that time, we will ask students to print out the classes in PowerSchool and hand write any changes that need to be made.  Counselors will make these changes.

	Attendance
	Good attendance is one of the biggest factors for students being able to do well academically and reduce stress/anxiety.  It is no wonder this is always such a big focus since it will help with academic performance, a feeling of connectedness, reduce the anxiety of feeling like you don’t know what is going on in class, staying involved in school, etc. Our district policy is that students may lose credit when they hit the 12th absence in a semester.  Students will likely be talked to be an assistant principal when there absences are high to determine the best next steps and the ways to keep them on track.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]There are other ways that attendance can impact students.  One very large way is they may not be able to participate in a West-MEC if they are interested.  These programs offered to juniors and seniors use the first semester attendance from 10th grade (among other things) to rank students applying for a program and attendance is the biggest factor that usually takes our students out of a competitive standing.
