	How do the merit based scholarships work for public in state schools? What additional applications do we need to complete to be considered? Are ACT/SAT test scores considered for these scholarships?
	They work a little differently at each university. They will evaluate merit scholarships with the college application. NAU and U of A use only unweighted GPA, while ASU will allow test scores (ACT/SAT) to increase scholarship $$.  Please see our website for links to each university: https://www.dvusd.org/Page/28992

	I would like to know application deadlines.
	In Arizona, our universities have what is called “rolling admissions”.  That means as students apply, the universities will reply with admissions decisions.  Typically, the universities will continue to accept applications until May 1.  However, if applications are received by the end of the calendar year, more financial aid and dorm choices, etc will be available.

	ASU Day fall registration.
	Registration for classes for next fall will occur in the spring semester. 

	Are there any scholarships for those with learning differences?
	U of A has the SALT center.  National renowned facility that helps students that have learning differences.  Recommend filling out the FAFSA for financial aid.

	When should we start applying and want general information about possible scholarships.

	Does ASU require ACT/SAT for admission? Are there support programs for high functioning autistic students?
	No.  But if a student has scores, please submit because they can help with admissions or scholarships options. Yes, all schools will have 

	When does the FAFSA application have to be completed? What if the student's parents are divorced?
	It opens 10/1/22.  The sooner it is completed, the better since funds can run out.  January 31st is usually the priority deadline.  Parent that you live with is the one you put on the FAFSA and any step-parents you live with.

	Can the students meet with counseling staff about colleges/scholarships? Is there a schedule of colleges/universities visiting OC?
	Yes!  Counselors love to review this with our students.  We have met with each senior already to start this discussion and invite them to meet with us as much and as often as they need. 

	Financial aids and qualifying criteria What qualifies for full ride.
	Financial aid is typically based on the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) and is need based.  Scholarships are based on merit.  A “full ride” can be misleading.  Some universities offer a scholarship that covers full tuition for the highest academic achievers, and some universities best merit scholarships only cover a portion of tuition.

	Where do you find the application to attend Arizona State University? 
	You can find this on on each universities’ websites.

	Is there financial aid for a student with a 3.0 and not so great year scores?
	There can be at some schools. At private schools there can be different aid.  For example at Arizona Christian University you can get additional scholarships based on church attendance.

	Merit based scholarships, daughter is entering college with associates
	She will still count as an incoming freshman student as far as scholarships go as long as she goes directly from OC to the university.  She will be eligible for whatever scholarship her unweighted GPA qualifies for.

	Are there any benefits for IEP students? (Scholarship, financing)
	IEP students can usually qualify for a 504 which allows them to have accommodations in their college classes. There aren’t any specific university scholarships just for students with disabilities.  However, there could be private scholarships out there geared toward these students.  You can find scholarship search engines on this website:  https://www.dvusd.org/Page/28913 

	When do you have to let colleges know if you are accepting?
	Whenever you do want to accept. Most universities will require a deposit in order to move forward with registering and housing.  Universities will want students to let them know by May 1.

	Is high school addressing all the coursework required for admission to ASU and UofA ? Is an essay and SAT, ACT scores required ? How late can a student take SAT, ACT for them to effectively count toward admission ?
	Yes!  We work with each student individually each year when choosing classes.  We also provide information to parents at the time we are registering with students.  Registration for the next year’s classes usually starts in October.  Students can continue to edit their class choices until January.  In January, counselors meet with students one last time to confirm classes and ensure that what they are choosing are aligned with their future goals.  

	Are there financial aid options if you choose community college?
	Yes!  The Presidential scholarship at any Maricopa Community College is available for any high school student that graduates with a 3.25 unweighted GPA or higher,  FAFSA (need based financial aid) is also applicable to any post-secondary school, including trade schools, community colleges, and universities.
