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Online Applications
•You must apply online to the UC and CSU systems: and will apply online to most out of state public schools.
•You will use the Common or Coalition Application for most schools.

Counselor /Teacher Letter of Recommendation Requests
The letter of recommendation packet is required so that your counselor and teachers will be able to write you a complete and accurate letter of recommendation.  
•For schools requiring a letter (mainly Common Ap and Coalition) 	
1. Complete the Letter of Recommendation packet. Keep a copy for yourself. Submit packet to Lynne Kennedy by the deadlines listed.
2. Before sending the request to a teacher, ask your teacher(s) in person.
3. Complete the FERPA waiver online on the Common App under “My Colleges” then “Application”. Check the box that states I DO waive my rights. You only need to do this once.
4. Once you have your teacher’s verbal consent, you will invite them and your counselor, Lynne, via the Common Application in the “Recommenders and FERPA.
5. The counselor and teachers will complete the online forms and letters then submit them electronically to the Common Application.

•Most schools that are not part of the Common Application have their applications online. These schools accept electronically submitted letters and counselor reports. This is usually handled through an e-mail submission. Follow the steps above but substitute specific college for Common Application. 

• The UC and CSU systems and most public out of state schools do not accept recommendations.
However, some UC reps may ask certain students for letters of recommendation. No letters can be submitted with the application.  If a letter is requested students will be notified separately.

SAT and ACT Scores
You are responsible for sending your test scores to all colleges that require them. The UC and CSU do not accept test scores as part of the application evaluation. Colleges accept only official test scores and these may only be sent from the testing agencies. SCORE ARE NOT SENT VIA THE COMMON APP OR COLLEGE APPLICATIONS!


Other Information
•It is crucial that you check your e-mail at least every other day. Set-up all college accounts and check those portals often. Keep the same e-mail address throughout the application process. Check Spam folders.
• CSU,UC, and Common  Application Workshops  are held in both Advisory and Pathways.

•Students should see Julie or Lynne with any questions on applications. We prefer that students let Julie review applications before they are submitted.

Financial Aid
