Course Description

Kindergarten students in music class will experience the concepts of rhythm, melody, harmony, form, expression, and cultural context.  Students will explore their world through singing (alone and with others), playing instruments, listening and movement activities, and musical games.

How can musical notation show sounds that are short, long, high or low?
How is music used to pass on traditions?
How do people decide if a musical work is good?
Why do people have different opinions about music?
How do people decide if a musical work is good?
How do people think about music?
