Text: Musicplay Grade 2, Share the Music Grade 2


Course Description
Second grade students in music class will continue to experience the concepts of rhythm, melody, harmony, form, expression, and cultural context.  Students will explore their world through singing (alone and with others), playing instruments, listening and movement activities, reading music through signs, symbols, and letters, creating, and musical games.  Students will also participate in a public performance during the spring.  As students continue to develop basic skills, techniques, and processes in music, they will strengthen their music and extra-music vocabulary and music literacy, as well as their ability to remember, focus on, process, and sequence information. As students sing, play, move, and create together, they will continue to develop the foundation for important skills such as teamwork, acceptance, respect, and responsibility that will help students be successful in the 21st century.

How can people use found objects to make music?
How can music notation be used to share rhythms and melodies?
How are musical traditions a part of American culture?
How do people talk about the quality of musical works?
How do people talk about music?
