Dual Enrollment												
Dual Enrollment is a student’s enrollment in a college course while in high school. Students may be eligible to receive both college and high school credit for dual enrollment courses. 

With which colleges may I dual enroll?
Lawrence County has dual enrollment agreements with Calhoun Community College, Northwest Shoals Community College, University of North Alabama (called Early College), and Wallace State Community College.

Who is eligible for dual enrollment?
To participate in dual enrollment, students must have completed all required core courses for all previous grades, and must have an overall B average (80 or higher).  Students who take a Math or English course must meet the ACT score requirements that the college sets for enrollment in the class.*NWS/CCC allow 10th grade to dual enroll.

What courses can I take?
Any type of course (whether on campus or distance learning/ computer-based) is allowed, with exception to remedial courses (any course numbered 099 or below).  Students are encouraged to research which classes will contribute to their planned college degree. Courses that are taken most often are Psychology, Speech, History (US or World Civ), EN 101-102, College Algebra, and PreCal Algebra. Colleges set the ACT requirements for enrollment in English and Math courses. (MA 100 requires 18 on Math ACT, EN 101 requires an 18 in English).

How much does dual enrollment cost?
Each college sets its own cost of tuition. Students are responsible for tuition, fees, and books.

How do I enroll?
1. Determine which course they wish to take by researching their degree requirements and course availability for the term they wish to dual enroll. This information is posted on the college website under their academic program information and their schedule information for each term. Stars.troy.edu is also a good source to get a course guide for your degree program.
1. Next, students apply for admission as a Dual Enrollment /Early College student ($35 application fee for UNA; no fee for community colleges).  Applications for admission are online on the college website.*MA 100/112 and CHM 111/112 students will use paper registration and will turn payment in to LCHS.
1. Students obtain Dual Enrollment Approval forms from Guidance; these forms require signatures from a high school administrator or counselor.  LCHS will verify if the student is eligible to take the course requested and will provide the student’s transcript to the college along with the dual enrollment approval form. 
1. Colleges will communicate with students via email, mail, or campus portal sites regarding admission, registration for classes, and fees.
1. Students are responsible for taking care of registration, payment, and books needed for the course. 
1. Students are responsible for maintaining contact with the college through their portal and/or email address regarding payment, course enrollment, and other requirements. 

How will it affect my schedule?
Taking an online dual enrollment class doesn’t have to change your schedule. However, many students use a study hall or class in the IVC lab to work on their online course. If you take a course on the college campus, however, you would need to determine if it will work with your current school schedule. 
*Students may drop a course if it is being replaced by the college course (i.e. HIS 201 / US History)
