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PREFACE 
This manual provides a basis for uniformity of the entire athletic program. It is important in order to achieve an efficient department with high coaching standards. It states in specific detail the job analysis of the athletic director and all coaches.  Procedures for conducting the interscholastic athletic program are specifically outline in this manual. 
INTRODUCTION 
The opinion is well established in educational circles that the only justification for interscholastic athletics is its contribution to educational and physical educational objectives. Therefore, we feel that the objectives of interscholastic athletics should be identical with those of physical education. Theme unique objectives are physical fitness, mental health and efficiency, social and moral character, emotional expression and control, and appreciations. The Hannah-Pamplico High School Athletic Program is an integral part of the physical education curriculum. Its purpose is to meet the needs and interest of students who possess varying degrees of exceptional athletic ability.  We believe that concentrated efforts should be made by school personnel to capitalize the wholesome values of interscholastic athletic competition.  In addition to possessing exceptional athletic skill, a member of a Hannah-Pamplico High athletic squad must be a gentleman or lady and demonstrate this by his or her actions, his or her dress, and his or her loyalty to the school, their teammates, and their coaches.

4. To show cordial courtesy to visiting teams and officials. 
5. To maintain integrity and high character. 
6. To respect and have pride in the game, equipment, and others.
7. To achieve a thorough understanding and acceptance of the rules of the game and the standard of eligibility. 
8. To encourage leadership, use of initiative and good judgment by the players on the team. 
9. To recognize the purpose of athletics is to promote the physical, mental, moral, social, and emotional well-being of the individual players. 
10. To remember that an athletic contest is only a game - not a matter of life or death for player, coach, school, official, fan, community, state, or nation.

SOUTH CAROLINA HIGH SCHOOL LEAGUE 
The rules and regulations governing athletic contests for member schools are established by the South Carolina High School League.  All coaches must be thoroughly familiar with these rules and regulations. The coach is responsible for properly administering all rules governing his or her particular sport. These regulations include: age of contestants, eligibility, official date start of practices, game standards, officials, etc.  Guidelines for disciplines issued by the league for violation of rules and regulations are listed in the South Carolina High School League Handbook.  Coaches are to be familiar with these violations and the fines, which accompany them.
In the event that a violation occurs and a monetary fine is placed upon our school, the coach in charge of the sport in which the violation occurred could have the responsibility of paying the fine. If the violation involves the negligence of duty of any other member of the athletic department, he/she too may be responsible for a share of the fine.  The school will not pay any monetary fines for violations that occur because of negligence on the part of any member of its athletic department. 
NATIONAL FEDERATION OF STATE HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC ASSOCIATIONS 
National Federation rules will be used in all games.  There will be no deviation other than those adopted by the Executive Committee or Legislative Assembly of the South Carolina High School League.  These deviations may be found on page B3 through B48 of the League Handbook.  It is the responsibility of the coach to know and administer all rules governing his or her sport. 

RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE ADMINISTRATION OF THE LOCAL PROGRAM OF INTERSCHOLASTIC ATHLETICS 
The superintendent is ultimately responsible for all phases of the school program.  The administration of the interscholastic athletic program is delegated to the high school principal and the director of athletics.  The principal of each building is specifically responsible for all school activities that affect students in his school.  It is imperative that he/she be involved with the operation of the athletic program. 
The director of athletics is responsible for the actual administration and mechanics of operation of the program.  He/she is to provide leadership and direction for the total athletic program. He/she is responsible for planning, organizing, directing, and evaluating the entire athletic program. He/she is the immediate supervisor of all coaches of all sports, and he is directly responsible to the principal.  All athletic personnel are subject to district, SCHSL, and region policies; as well as the Code of Conduct.
RESPONSIBILITY OF THE ATHLETIC TRAINER
It is the job of the trainer to:
1. Make sure coaches are in compliance with physical policy.
2. Make sure safety procedures regarding weather are followed.
3. Maintain the health and treatment of our student-athletes.
4. Notify Parents of any conditions or doctor visits.

THE COACH DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES - A PHILOSOPHY OF COACHING 
The quality of any athletic program is determined more by the caliber of the coaches than by any other consideration.  Ideally the coach should understand his/her sport thoroughly. He/she should know students and be an effective leader.  He/she needs to be a skilled teacher with the ability to develop sound fundamentals and well-coordinated offensive and defensive team play.  He/she must realize that athletics are a part of school experiences and must be conducted to achieve educational objectives.  He/she must appreciate that sports exist for the education and development of the student rather than the student exist for the winning of the games.  Good coaches are distinguished by their observance of the following principles: 
1. They recognize that coaching is teaching. 
2. They make their work an integral part of the school program, giving special attention to its educational contribution. 
3. They insist on the enforcement of all rules of athletic eligibility and seek no favor for athletes. 
4. They are fair and unprejudiced in relationship with students. 
5. They pay careful attention to the physical condition of players at all times. 
6. They see to it that only competent game officials are selected and support their decision. 
7. They teach students to use only legitimate and ethical means in trying to win. 
8. They counteract rumors of questionable practices by opponents. 
9. They seek to prevent gambling, obscene language, and other offenses against honesty and decency. 
10. They set good examples for their players to follow. 
11. They help student-athletes to understand that they are neither more nor less important than their fellow students. 
The coaches and assistant coaches have the entire responsibility of the guidance of their squads.  It is the personal obligation of the coach to have a thorough knowledge of the policies and procedures of the district, school and athletic department. It is the duty of each coach to be familiar with the regulations of our conference as they affect his/her sport and the contents of the handbook of the South Carolina High School League. 
ELIGIBILITY 
All phases of eligibility shall be governed by the requirements of the South Carolina High School League. Birth Certificates must be given to the athletic administrative assistant or athletic director for verification. The original team rosters and other materials for eligibility purposes are to be turned in to the athletic administrative assistant on or before the date that they will be requested.  “No Name” will be placed on an official eligibility list until the athletic administrative assistant has received all necessary forms as required by the athletic department.  Once all forms have been checked, the names will be added to an official eligibility form and forwarded to the South Carolina High School League.  Obviously, this process takes time.  When you turn in your original roster and materials to athletic director by the date that is stated, you can rest assured that the eligibility form will meet the South Carolina High School League deadline for your sport.   Don’t assume that all necessary information has been turned in for an athlete just because he or she played earlier in the year on another team.  Coaches are ultimately responsible for students meeting eligibility requirements.   
Procedure for Filing Eligibility: 
Step 1.  Submit initial roster and birth certificates on proper form to athletic administrative assistant and athletic director after your first team meeting or try- outs. 
Step 2.  Verify that all athletic department forms are on file with the athletic department. 
Step 3.  Submit your initial eligibility list on the correct form to athletic director by the date requested. The initial list must cover the minimum number of athletes as required to meet South Carolina High School League regulations. These numbers can be found in the League Handbook. 
Step 4.  Submit supplemental eligibility lists as necessary (should be as few as possible). The head coach of each sport will check academic records of returning athletes at the end of the school year. If an athlete has become academically ineligible, the coach should immediately notify the athlete and his or her parents as well as athletic director. 
PURCHASING 
Budget 
Steps in Preparation of the Budget: 
1. Inventory all uniforms, equipment, and supplies on hand.  All uniforms and equipment issued to athletes during the season must be collected and returned to the coach immediately after the last contest. The coach is responsible for collection of all uniforms and equipment, or money for lost equipment.  An equipment inventory is to be submitted by the coach to the athletic director after each season. 

2. Review of Inventory by the coach and athletic director.

3. Purchases are to be approved by the athletic director and/or principal.  All necessary equipment to be purchased by the athletic department must be approved by athletic director and/or principal following district procurement and purchasing policies and procedures.
Each coach shall submit to the athletic director, along with his estimated expenditure budget, a requisition form listing equipment and other supplies needed for his sport.  The form should contain a complete specification of each piece of equipment and supplies to be ordered. All purchases shall be made by the athletic director or principal. The athletic department will not pay for any equipment, supplies, or transportation costs which occur without prior authorization.  When you pick up the supplies from the office, check to be sure that all supplies that were ordered have been received.  Return the packing slip/invoice to athletic director the same day that you pick up the package(s) and inform us of any items that may be missing.  Office personnel must have verification that all supplies have been received before they can submit the invoice to the district office for payment.  All purchase forms requesting funds for clinic, camps, team meals, etc.  must be submitted at least two weeks prior to the date needed.  All overnight fieldtrips must be approved by the Florence County School District 2 Board of Trustees.  Overnight approval may take 60 days.
FUNDRAISING
All requests to fundraise must go through the principal and superintendent.  Forms must be approved before you can start the fundraiser.  ALL money must be receipted and turned into the school bookkeeper or the District Office.  It is not the practice of Florence County School District 2 to hold onto money for purchasing.
EQUIPMENT
Distribution and Return - No equipment may be loaned to students to take home for use over weekends, holidays, summer vacations.  It is the coach’s responsibility to see that uniforms and equipment are properly cared for and not abused. Squad members are absolutely responsible for equipment issued to them and must return equipment promptly at the coach’s request. All equipment must be accounted for before an athlete is eligible for a “Letter” or further participation in athletics. 
SCHEDULING 
The scheduling of regular season and practice games is the responsibility of the head coach of that sport, unless requested by the coach to allow athletic director to do it.  Before finalizing the schedule, the athletic director must approve it. The changing of schedules or canceling of games is the responsibility of the head coach, working in conjunction with the athletic director and principal.  Coaches may tentatively schedule practice and scrimmage games.


MEDIA 
All head coaches are expected to show the utmost respect to officials, the community, and school officials when speaking to the media.  Student athletes have the right to refuse to be photographed and interviewed. 
FACILITIES 
Every effort will be made to provide the best practice and game facilities possible.  It will be the responsibility of the coach to see that the facility is maintained and kept fit for use.  The last coach to leave the facility is responsible for final security.  Other coaches using the same facility are to secure all doors and turn off all lights in your area before leaving.  It will be the responsibility of the head coach and the athletic director to see that all facilities are prepared for athletic contests.  It is necessary that coaches be willing to help prepare and mark fields, clean and maintain athletic areas, and in general assist in whatever must be done for the health and safety of the athletes. 
Gymnasium
At no time may athletes use the gymnasium unsupervised (this includes before games). When practice is finished, coaches must turn out all lights, secure all equipment and doors. 
Street shoes must not be worn on the gym floor.  Only shoes classified as tennis or basketball shoes may be worn. Use of Athletic facilities by school organizations must be scheduled with the athletic director at least one week prior to the date on which the facility is to be used.  It is the intent of the athletic department that the athletic facilities be used for those activities for which the facilities were constructed.  Requests for the use of those facilities for non-related activities will be strongly discouraged while in season for basketball.  Student-athletes practicing with gum is highly discouraged.
Locker and Dressing Rooms
It is the responsibility of the coaches to see that their squad members upon being excused from practice and after games, quickly dress and leave the locker and dressing room(s).  All toilets and faucets are to be checked, loose equipment, trash, and debris left on benches and floor should be picked up and stored or disposed, lights turned out, and all doors and windows secured.  Only squad members, managers, coaches, athletic director, and administration will be permitted in the locker room and dressing areas. 
Weight Room
At no time may athletes use the weight room unsupervised.  Coaches are to make sure that the weight room is clean and in order after each use.  Make sure that all doors are secure when you are finished.  Food and drink is not permitted in the weight room.  Water bottles are kept outside of door.
Field House 
Field House doors should not be left propped open.  Storage and equipment rooms should remain locked at all times unless a coach is there for supervision.
Cleats must not be worn in the building. Shoes are to be put on and removed outside the door. No cleats in the hallway or weight room.  The coach’s restroom is not for student-athlete use.
METHODS AND TECHNIQUES OF COACHING
It is an established fact that the methods of coaching affects the mental, physical, and emotional health of both the coaches and squad members.  Provisions for individual differences compatible with personal emotional traits, intellectual capacity, and physical status are indications of efficient instruction and good coaching.  Unwise disciplinary measures often cause poor mental health.  The atmosphere surrounding a practice session or scheduled game should be one of inspiration, joy, leadership, responsibility, self direction, and cooperation.  Coaches must guard against personal feelings and unprofessional attitudes towards other coaches and not allow situations to develop where coaching deteriorates to the point where competition envelopes coach vs. coach.  Let the students play the game and decide the issue.  Besides the way a coach treats his/her players and teaches the skills of his/her sport, one of the greatest criteria in judging a coach is by his/her actions on the bench during the game. We want our coaches to behave like ladies and gentlemen.  It is true that a sport that attracts large crowds (football, basketball) causes “spectator pressure” on the coach.  The spectators seldom know the basic reasons for behavior of coaches and players.  Nevertheless, we still want our coaches to react in a manner that one might expect of a teacher.  We are here to change lives.  Do you want to coach or do you want to be a coach?
SPECIFIC RULES AND REGULATIONS HANNAH-PAMPLICO ATHLETIC DEPARTMENT POLICY 
1. Team Tryouts
Any student who is qualified under the provisions of the South Carolina High School League shall have the right to try out for any sport and be evaluated on merit and performance.  A student shall have free choice of sports without dictation or coercion.  Coaches will not use pressure on any kind to keep student athletes from participating in any sport or to force them to participate in a particular sport.  They are also not to deter student athletes from playing another sport.  If this should occur, the athlete is to report to the athletic director. If the violation is by the athletic director, report it to the principal.

2. Quitting
Any student that does not complete the previous sports season due to any reason may not participate in any activity with an upcoming team until the season of his previous team is complete.  The quitting policy applies to official season start date.

3. Suspended Students
Any athlete suspended from school (out-of-school) will not be allowed to participate in both games and practices during the days of suspension.  The athlete will be allowed to makeup his suspended days with the coach in order to return to the team.  All suspension days must be made up before the athlete is allowed to play in a contest.

4. Practice
All student-athletes are expected to attend practices promptly unless approved otherwise prior to the practice session by the head coach of the sport. 



5. Transportation
All athletes must travel to and from athletic contests in transportation provided by the athletic department.  Members of athletic squads are not permitted to drive their cars to any scheduled athletic contest without the approval of the principal and the athletic director.  It is the athletic director and coach’s responsibility to make arrangements for transportation with the district transportation director and the coach’s responsibility to ensure proper use thereof.  Travel requests are to be filled out two weeks in advance.  Only squad members, bonafide score keepers, and managers will be permitted on the bus and must ride both to the games and back home.  A student may return from an away contest (if approved in advance) with his/her parents only – no one else.  The parent must directly request in writing such permission from the coach of that sport.  The head coach should provide a permission form for the parent to sign and signed off by the principal or athletic director.  All regular school bus rules will be followed, plus the following: 1. The bus will be operated from point of pick-up, directly to the destination unless a stop is approved in advance by principal or athletic director. 2. The return trip will be the shortest and most direct route to the school without stops unless approved in advance by principal or athletic director.  3. All athletes will dress appropriately and in good taste.   4. The bus will be cleaned of all equipment and any trash prior to dismissing the bus.

6. Extra-Curricular Activity Conflicts
The athletic department recognizes that each student should have the opportunity for a broad range of experience in the area of extracurricular activities, and to this end, will attempt to schedule events in a manner so as to minimize conflicts.  Students have a responsibility to do everything they can to avoid continuous conflicts.  This would include being cautious about belonging to too many activities where conflicts are bound to happen.  

A solution between coaches and sponsors should be found on behalf of the student when a conflict arises.  If a solution cannot be found, then the principal, parent, student, and coach/sponsor will make a decision based on the following: 1. The relative importance of the event.  2. The importance of each event to the student.  3. The relative contribution the student can make.  4. How long each event has been scheduled.  5. Talk with parents. 

Once the decision has been made and the student has followed that decision, he/she will not be penalized in any way by the coach/sponsor.  If it becomes obvious that a student cannot fulfill the obligation of a school activity, he/she should withdraw from the activity. 

7. Academic Requirements 
Student-athletes must meet all academic requirements, policies, and procedures set forth by the South Carolina High School League and Florence County School District 2 in order to be eligible to participate on athletic teams.  Failure to adhere to those guidelines set by the coach will result in suspension from practice or a contest. 

8. Leaving or Being Dismissed from a Squad Leaving a Squad 
In the event a student leaves a squad, he/she will have 24 hours to personally ask the coach for reinstatement with consequences.  The coach will act on the individual case as he/she wishes.  If the student does not personally apply for reinstatement within the 24-hour deadline, he/she is considered permanently dropped from the squad. All students dropped from the squad must be reported to the athletic director.  The athlete will not be eligible to participate in another sport until the season is over in the sport they were dropped from. 

Dismissal for Disciplinary Reason 

Any student dismissed from a team because of disciplinary reasons shall be ineligible to participate in any other sport during that sport season.  The athletic director should be notified immediately.  The athlete will not be permitted to practice with another sport until the season is over in the sport the athlete was dismissed from. 
COACHES CHECKLIST 
1. Have a policy for being late and missing practice.
2. File a record of attendance with the athletic director after the season.
3. Keep a record of participation for award purposes. 
4. Roster of players who have completed the season. 
5. List of letterman, squad members, managers, and sports award winners. 
6. Inventory all equipment. 
7. Prepare a budget for the next season. 
8. Check athlete’s grades and behavior. If there is a problem check with the counselor or teacher. 
9. Adhere to the dates in the handbook for eligibility deadlines and use the proper procedures for filing eligibility. 
10. Facilities and locker areas should be monitored and cleared by a coach or designee.  The district and school are not be responsible for valuables lost or stolen. Encourage players not to leave or bring watches, rings, cash, etc. into the locker room. A valuable bag may be necessary. 
11. Make sure all required forms and paperwork is in before submitting eligibility.  This information is very valuable in case of an emergency. 
12. Work with trainer on injuries. 
13. Submit to the athletic director a schedule of practice time, scrimmages, and other pertinent information so questions can be answered when you are not available. 
14. There are to be no initiations or hazing of team members at any time or place. 
15. All student-athletes must be supervised at all times – If you would like for your players to lift, be in the weight room with them. 
16. File a copy of your team rules with the athletic director. Say what you mean and mean what you say.
17. Accompany your team to and from games.  At no time should you leave your team unsupervised. Take all precautions against theft on the road. 
18. Know our tobacco and drug policy. 
19. Be the last to leave the fields, gym and field house and check all doors and windows to make sure they are locked. Don’t leave any players or managers on the campus by themselves. They are your responsibility until they leave the campus. 
20. When using another school’s facilities be especially conscience of litter and security, or this privilege could be taken away. 
21. AVOID SATURDAY CONTESTS IF AT ALL POSSIBLE. UNLESS YOU ARE WILLING TO TAKE UP MONEY
22.  NO MANDATORY PRACTICE ON SUNDAYS. 
23. You are responsible for setting up your own playing area – gym, field, etc. 
24. Make sure game results are called in to the papers and networks.  Be positive when talking to the media and don’t speak off the record. If you shouldn’t say it….DON’T. 
25. Furnish the athletic director with Won/Lost record at the conclusion of the season. 
26. At no time shall a student have on his person keys which have been issued to a coach. 
27. Keep the athletic director and the administration posted on problems or possible problems. We can defend you better if properly informed of the situation. 
28. Remember 90% of your salary is derived from teaching. 
29. Coaches are reminded that if we argue and protest calls that officials make, our young people will follow suit. Officials very seldom, if ever, reverse their calls. Have your team prepared to overcome questionable calls.  Bad calls are a part of the games we play, and life itself.  Set a good example, little eyes are watching.  It is OK to fight on behalf of your student-athletes but It is your job to coach!  Shake it off and move on.
30. When your equipment has arrived, check it and inform athletic director that it is complete.
31. Ejections will be handled as a part of the SCHSL Manual.
32. SCACA dues will be paid by the athletic department.
33. Each sport will give 3 awards at the Athletic Banquet.  Additional awards will be purchased by the coach.
RESPONSIBILITIES OF HANNAH-PAMPLICO ATHLETES
Citizenship
The privilege to represent our school on an athletic team should be on the basis of good citizenship as well as a minimum scholastic achievement.  In a specific athletic endeavor, the athlete must be capable of representing Hannah-Pamplico High School in the fullest meaning of the term “Good Citizenship” by his or her manners, appearance, dress, conduct and sportsmanship.  Only those students who are capable of assuming these responsibilities and of being official representatives of our school will be permitted to be members of any athletic squad.

Character and Integrity
Conduct of an athlete is observed at all times.  It is expected that student-athletes maintain good scholarship, attendance, and behavior at all times.  Student-athletes are the leaders of the school are expected to act accordingly.  

Playing on a School Day
An athlete must attend school for two out of four class periods of the school day before he/she is permitted to participate in an interscholastic activity scheduled for that day.  It is strongly recommended that all coaches encourage their squad members to attend school for the entire day.  



Rules and Regulations 

All interscholastic activities shall be conducted within the framework of the conference and state rules and regulations. 

Requirements of Participation

1. All academic eligibility requirements have been satisfied. 
2. Parents’ permission to participate is on file in the athletic office. 
3. Physical exams completed and on file in the athletic office. 
4. Medical history forms completed and on file in the athletic office. 
5. Participate in tryouts and be selected by the coach as a member of the team.
 
TRAINING RULES AND REGULATIONS

Student-athletes are encouraged to make workouts and conditioning in order to be fit for the sports seasons.  All sports are encouraged to use a combination of weights, conditioning, and speed training in order to maintain a high functioning sports program.

It is the overwhelming opinion of health educators and coaches that athletes perform best when they follow intelligent training rules that include restrictions on tobacco, alcohol, and drugs. Below are Florence School District 2’s policy on tobacco and drug use.

Tobacco Policy as established by Florence School District 2
Procedures
· Prohibit the use and/or possession of all tobacco products or paraphernalia including, but not limited to, cigarettes, cigars, pipes, smokeless tobacco , snuff, and alternative nicotine products such as e-cigarettes by all students, staff, contract or other workers, and visitors.
· Ensure that tobacco use prevention programs, as recommended by the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control, the South Carolina Department of Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse Services, and the South Carolina Department of Education, are an integral part of district substance abuse prevention efforts.
· Provide and/or refer to cessation services for students and staff.
Enforcement
The district will enforce this policy by determining appropriate disciplinary actions for violators (students, faculty, contract and other workers, visitors) such as the following:
Students
· parent/legal guardian/administrator conferences
· mandatory enrollment in a tobacco prevention education program
· community service
· in-school suspension
· out-of-school suspension
· suspension from extracurricular activities
Drug Policy as established by Florence School District 2
Students
No student, regardless of age, will possess, use, sell, purchase, barter, distribute or be under the influence of alcoholic beverages or other controlled substances in the following situations.
· on school property (including buildings, grounds, vehicles)
· at any school-sponsored activity, function or event whether on or off school grounds including any place (where an interscholastic athletic contest is taking place)
· during any field trip
· during any trip or activity sponsored by the board or under the supervision of the board or its authorized agents
No student will aid, abet, assist or conceal the possession, consumption, purchase or distribution of any alcoholic beverage by any other student or students in any of the circumstances listed above.
No student will market or distribute any substance which is represented to be or is substantially similar in color, shape, size or markings of a controlled substance in any of the circumstances listed above.
All principals will cooperate fully with law enforcement agencies and will report to them all information that would be considered pertinent or beneficial in their efforts to stop the sale, possession and use of controlled substances. The administration will suspend students who violate this policy and the board may expel them. The board intends to expel all students who distribute any controlled substance on school grounds.
Letters/Letterman Jacket
Student-Athletes will receive a letter upon completion of a Varsity Sport.  Lettering in 1 Varsity sport makes the student athlete eligible for a Letterman Jacket.
