PNGHS Helpful Hints for Auditions

Attend the audition meeting held by the director.  Usually they are held in room F102 or in the auditorium.

Get familiar with the script.  Find out as much as possible.

Attend the auditions prepared.  If they say to prepare two 1 minute monologues, only prepare ONE minute monologues.

Dress in neutral clothing.  Black is standard.  Ladies wear a dress (knee length) or skirt and blouse (most plays happen in the past and ladies rarely wore pants) and some shoe with a heel (not a clog or wedge).  Wear a pair of  “bike” shorts ( for modesty) in case you are asked to move wildly.  Black and white is okay, grey is okay.  Be prepared to tie back long hair.  Gentleman, same for you but dress pants and shirt.  NO TENNIES or flipflops for either.  Don’t dress in “character.”  What you think of the character and what the director thinks may be opposite.
Be early for your audition time.  Wait quietly.  

Don’t stare at the directors.

Find a focus for the monologue and keep it.  Movement is okay but keep it to a minimum, don’t pace or wander all over the stage.

TURN OFF your cell phone.

Get to the acting place (stage, head of the class, etc.), stand tall, say your name, the title of the play and character you are performing, take a deep breath and begin.
IF YOU MAKE A MISTAKE, stop, pause and continue.  Don’t say “My bad!” and start over.  Or ask to start over, many directors will tell you NO.  Most people will never know you made a mistake.

Say, thank you at the end.  “thanks for letting me audition” and exit with confidence. 

Don’t talk when you leave, like “Oh, that was awful”or “I never get a good part.”  If you saw others perform, DON”T talk about them.  Congratulate everyone and leave.

If you didn’t make a part, ONE week after auditions you may come ask, what you can do to improve.  Don’t ask what you did wrong.
