Presentation of the Proposed 2020-2021 Margate City School Budget:

Dr. Baruffi reported on the highlights of the Margate City School District Budget as follows:

	The Margate School District is asking for a tax levy with no change for the 2020-2021 school year. The 20-21 budget is educationally sound and fiscally responsible. Dr. Baruffi shared that the district has a large fund balance and will utilize a portion of that to work on facilities projects and curriculum. 

	Mayor Becker confirmed that the tax levy will not increase with the 20-21 school budget. Mayor Becker then asked what is the 20-21 projected enrollment? Dr. Baruffi shared that he anticipates a slight decline in enrollment similar to recent years as opposed to drastic drops in the past. Mayor Becker asked if we will still be able to provide a high quality education in 20-21? Dr. Baruffi stated yes. Mayor Becker said kudos to everyone involved including the board, staff and teachers. We provide a great education to the students.
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Presentation of the Proposed 2020-2021 Margate City School Budget: (Continued)

	Commissioner Amodeo asked if the capital outlay line was the funds being used for facilities projects. Dr. Baruffi stated that the facilities projects are in capital outlay and operations and maintenance. Commissioner Amodeo asked how many students are projected to attend Atlantic City High School in 20-21.  Mrs. Germana stated that 56 students are expected to attend ACHS. Commissioner Amodeo thanked the Board of Education, staff, teacher, and administration for all of their hard work. He thanked the Solicitor Eric Goldstein for his help. He stated that the board members are volunteers who care for our kids and they should be proud of the product of high quality education that the district provides.
	Commissioner Blumberg asked how many students are expected to attend Ocean City High School. Mrs. Germana stated that we expect approximately 50 in total. He asked how many of them are new students. Mrs. Germana stated approximately 15 students. Commissioner Blumberg confirmed that fund balance was being used to offset increased costs. Commission Blumberg asked about the percent increase in one of the teachers’ salary lines. Mrs. Germana shared that there are many different teacher salary lines and the increases and decreases are in part a result of shifting the account that the teacher is charged to based on what they are anticipated to be doing in 20-21. Commissioner Blumberg asked about the swing in tuition from ACHS. Mrs. Germana shared that there was a large 17-18 tuition adjustment credit applied in 19-20 but there is a low tuition adjustment for 18-19 and we are anticipating a charge for 19-20. Commissioner Blumberg thanked everyone for doing a good job. He appreciated everyone’s time and effort.
