Defibrillators in Schools:

Dr. DeFranco shared information on the new law that will require defibrillators in schools “Janet’s Law”, which Governor Christy signed on September 21, 2012. Beginning September 1, 2014, schools are required to a defibrillator in an unlocked location during the school day and at school-sponsored athletic events or team practices. The law requires that the school emergency action plan to respond to sudden cardiac arrests must list at least five school employees, coaches or athletic trainers who have certifications in cardio-pulmonary resuscitation and the use of a defibrillator from either the American Red Cross, American Heart Association or other training program recognized by the state Department of Health.
School Calendar:
The board held discussion the revision of the school calendar for the addition of a school 

day due to Hurricane Sandy school closure. The staff training on the Marshall Teacher Evaluation Rubric during half days on June 18th through June 21st was discussed.
