	Ms. Ann Pancoast asked about insurance coverage for the floor removal project. Mr. Sless responded that per counsel because the installation was over eleven years ago we can no longer pursue the general contractor or their insurance company for the removal costs.

	Mr. John Sewell commented that the New Jersey Department Health and Senior Services indicated in their letter dated June 22, 2011 that they did not expect any adverse health effects to children and staff at these levels. Mr. Sewell suggested that the bump in the floor be repaired instead of replacing the floor.
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	Mr. Art Clautilli commented that if the levels are high now it would have been much higher years ago and the district could be opening itself up to lawsuits if the district is admitting there is a problem.
