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Facilities Summary Report:


Dr. DeFranco highlighted a few of the items from the Facilities Summary Report on all three schools as prepared by Kurtis Woodrow, Director of Facilities. 
Public Comment:


Mrs. Vesper asked what Dr. DeFranco’s Doctorate was in?  Dr. DeFranco responded that she has her School Administrator License issued by the State to be a Superintendent. Mr. Clautilli commented that a lot of shots have been taken at the school board.  He added that in short time, there has been a great deal of change in the school district.  He noted that the Union Avenue School’s costs are getting higher and suggested that to turn it over to the city would be good.   He suggested the City can come up with ideas such as building 24 new homes or a medical facility on the site.  He noted this would help the taxpayers and money would be saved.


Mrs. Blumberg stated the field trips have been talked about since at least September 2010.  She commented on being here to support kids in a well rounded education.  She noted that Home and School has offered to do what they could to help the process of scheduling a class trip.  She commented that Mrs. Palaia had attended a Home and School meeting and advised them that the costs were $25,000 for past field trips.
