Tautology vs. Pleonasm

Basically, a tautology says the same thing twice, often with the second instance seemingly serving to reinforce or logically validate the first instance. A pleonasm uses excess, unnecessary words (which may be obvious, or able to be drawn from the context) but doesn't, critically, repeat the same idea.

Tautology

The repetition of the same idea in different words, but (often) in a way that is wearisome or unnecessary.
“With malice toward none, with charity for all.”

Both parts of this say essentially the same thing: with no bad feelings toward anyone.
Pleonasm

Use of more words than is necessary semantically. Rhetorical repetition that is grammatically superfluous. Pleonasm is the use of too many words to express a meaning.
“At this moment in time…”
