PARENT/COACH COMMUNICATION 

Parenting and coaching are both extremely difficult responsibilities. Understanding the roles of each and following the proper channels of communication will enable parents and coaches to effectively work together to provide a meaningful experience for our student athletes. Coaches have to right to discipline, or dismiss from the team, any player whose conduct or actions are considered detrimental to the team or school.

Communication a parent might expect from a coach: 

1. Philosophy of the coach. 

2. Locations and times of practices and contests. 

3. Expectations the coach has of the team and the players. 

4. Team requirements. 

5. Team rules. 

6. What (if any) role parents may play to help the coach or team…i.e. scorekeeper, help with awards program, etc. 

 Communication coaches might expect from a parent: 

1. Notification well in advance of any schedule conflicts. 

2. Health issues concerning the athlete.  

Appropriate concerns to discuss with a coach: 

1. Ways to help your son/daughter improve. 

2. Concerns about your son’s/daughter’s behavior. 

3. Academic support. 

4. Any distraction that may be affecting your son’s/daughter’s academic and athletic performance, such as an ill grandparent. 

There are times when it may be difficult to accept your son/daughter not playing as much as you would like or the position your son/daughter is playing on the team. Recognizing that coaches work with the team on a daily basis in practice and competition, it is important to understand that they will make judgment decisions based on what they believe to be best for all team members, team performance and the overall program.  

Issues not appropriate to discuss with a coach: 

1. Playing time. 

2. Team strategy. 

3. Other student athletes. 
4. Player’s position on the team.
