IB Diploma Attainment Requirements

The above requirements relate to the official scores students earn from IB, not the letter grades students earn in the IB classes at YHS. These requirements are set by IB, not VDOE, YCSD, or YHS. IB scores are available in early July following the May exam dates.

Students may take Spanish, French, Biology, Chemistry, or Theatre at Higher Level. At least one Standard Level (SL) class must be for the full two years of the program.

Creativity, Activity, and Service (CAS)
There is no grade awarded for CAS, the requirements are either met or not met.
Points and Conditions Necessary to Earn the IB Diploma
· Candidate’s total points are at least 24.
· CAS requirements must be met.
· An N has not been given for Theory of Knowledge, Extended Essay or for an IB subject.
· A grade of E has not been awarded for either or both Theory of Knowledge and/or the Extended Essay.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]There is no grade 1 awarded in a subject/level.
· Grade 2 has not been awarded three or more times (HL or SL).
· Grade 3 or below has not been awarded four or more times (HL or SL).
· Candidate has gained at least 12 points on HL subjects (for candidates who register for four HL subjects, the three highest grades count).
· Candidate has gained at least 9 points on SL subjects (candidates who register for two SL subjects must gain at least 5 points at SL).

Standard Level (SL) = 150 hours
