SUMMARY OF INTERNATIONAL BACCALAUREATE INTERNAL AND EXTERNAL ASSESSMENTS
The IBO awards a grade of 1 – 7 for each course of study.  These grades are based upon a combination of Internal Assessments (IA’s) and External Assessments (EA’s) .  The IA’s are completed over the course of study, are assessed by the teacher, and then externally moderated by IB examiners all over the world.  The IA’s comprise a minority of the total grade, typically around 30%.  With the exceptions noted below, the EA’s are a series of examinations taken in May of the last year of the course of study.  (Any External Assessment named “Paper 1, 2, or 3” is completed during the May examination sessions of the last year of the course of study.)  They account for the bulk of the grade in the course.  EA’s are taken under strict testing conditions and then assessed by examiners across the globe.

	· [bookmark: _GoBack]Individual oral commentary (20%): Supported by an extract from both one non-literary body of work and one from a literary work, students will offer a prepared response of 10 minutes, followed by 5 minutes of questions by the teacher, to the following prompt: Examine the ways in which the global issue of your choice is presented through the content and form of one of the works and one of the bodies of work that you have studied.
	· HL Essay (20%): A 1200-1500 word essay exploring
a line of inquiry in connection with one non-literary body of work, or a literary work studied during the course.
· Paper 1 (35%): Two non-literary passages, from two different text types, each accompanied by a question. Students write an analysis of each of the passages.
· Paper 2 (25%): In response to one of four questions students write a comparative essay based on two literary works studied in the course.

	French SL & Spanish SL
	· Individual oral (25%): A conversation with the teacher, based on a visual stimulus, followed by discussion based on an additional theme.
	· Paper 1 (25%): Productive skills—writing: One writing task of 250–400 words from a choice of three, each from a different theme, choosing a text type from among those listed in the examination instructions.
· Paper 2 (50%): Receptive skills—separate sections for listening and reading: Listening comprehension (45 minutes), Reading comprehension (1 hour) Comprehension exercises on three audio passages and three written texts, drawn from all five themes.

	· Individual oral (25%): A conversation with the teacher, based on an extract from one of the literary works studied in class, followed by discussion based on one or more of the themes from the syllabus.

· Paper 2 (50%): Receptive skills—separate sections for listening and reading: Listening comprehension (1 hour), Reading comprehension (1 hour) Comprehension exercises on three audio passages and three written texts, drawn from all five themes.

	· Individual study – research dossier (20%): An annotated collection of seven to nine primary source materials relating to a topic in classical history, literature, language, religion, mythology, art, archeology or some aspect of classical influence.

	Theatre HL
	· Collaborative project (25%): Students collaborate to produce an original piece of theatre of 13-15 minutes in length.
