National Honor Society Tutoring
State High National Honor Society members will virtually tutor high school students in need of content-specific help, SAT prep, and additionally students who need more generalized help with organization and development of study skills.   Students will be paired with a tutor and should be contacted within 48 hours.  This tutoring is geared toward high school students. Please bear in mind that the goal of NHS tutoring is short-term, supplemental help provided by fellow students.  
The following NHS tutoring services are available:
One on one tutoring
· Tutors will be matched with students based on availability, subject interest, and compatibility. 
· Students will choose studying techniques in a survey (practice problems, flashcards, reviewing notes, or other) that the tutor can utilize. 
· All tutoring will be done over zoom sessions. Timing will vary depending on how much help a student requires. 
· There may be a pre tutoring zoom session with the student to discuss specific student needs. 
SAT tutoring
· The curriculum will be a mix of Khan Academy, an NHS created curriculum using a variety of questions, and full length practice tests
· SAT Tutoring will start in a group setting with an option for one on one help
· Before starting tutoring, we will request that you either take a full length practice test or send us a recent PSAT/SAT score so that our tutors know what to work with

What’s Expected of Students
1. Please keep the tutoring sessions professional. NHS members are expected to help you, don’t get them off task. 
2. If you’re not receiving tutoring that’s helpful for you for whatever reason, either tell your tutor or request a new one. We’re here to help so if we’re not helping you please let us know. 
3. Please show up to sessions. If you don’t show up for 3 sessions, we will take you off our list so that we can reach the most students possible. 
4. Please help us by giving tutors specifics on what you need help with.
