Meeting called to order by: President Beverly Unsworth
Attendees: Beverly Unsworth, Krystine Bunich, Kristin Hannon, Dusty Robbins, Daryl Bohm, Karen Kruse, and Ashley Robbins.

Officers' Reports
Treasury: given by Kristin Hannon
· For the month of May, Madison PTA has a recorded balance of $11,494.96. It is listed in treasury files as currently temporary considering the month has not ended yet. 
· $75 was allocated for PTA Convention that Beverly and Kristin attended. The convention paid only a portion of their stay so PTA covered what was left. 
· The additional Chromebook cart that was proposed by Media Specialist Jason Florek was paid for this month along with YAYA for a total of $6,936.00. PTA members Beverly Unsworth, Kristin Hannon, and Krystine Bunich were also compensated for buying supplies for Teacher Appreciation Week.
· Taxes are due May 31st. (just need to submit a postcard; nothing owed)
Principal's Reports (given by Karen Kruse)
· There will be staff changes again for the coming school year (2019-2020). The following is an overall understanding of the changes coming: 
· Kindergarten will pretty much stay the same regarding staff and there may even be an addition of a 5th. English kindergarten class. As well, we will have 2 new kindergarten teachers joining us. 
·  1st grade will have a few changes to the staff list with a few moving to other districts/cities.
· 2nd grade Chinese Immersion is pretty much staying the same with the exception of 2 teachers leaving; English 2nd grade will see a few more moving on as well.
· 3rd grade staff are staying the same.
· 4th grade will have a few additions to staff.
· 5th grade will have MAJOR change, everyone, except one teacher, will be new staff for the upcoming school year.
· As well as staff changes, there will also be classroom changes, with 4th and 5th grade areas relocating to the 1st and 2nd grade areas and vice versa. Classrooms will be moved during the summer. It allows us to keep a better eye on the younger kids who may wander and allow staff to respond faster.
· Kim McVay will be our second assistant principal for the incoming year. Meredith Boucher will still be here.
· There are plans to put in a few cameras during the summer to help with security more throughout the building. Beverly mentioned that the PTA convention featured a tactical unit that works with technology and apps to provide better security for schools, working with local law enforcement and school administrators in active threat situations. They monitor halls through cameras, can send texts to staff regarding potential active threats and their locations as well as tips on what teachers can do in live time (leave, barricade, hide, etc…). Karen said this tactical unit may be something to look into and talk with Principal Flynn about in the future.

· The end of the year, grade-specific concert dates are pending and will be posted once approved. 
General Discussion
· The proposed “Walk to School” Day that was scheduled for mid-April will likely be done in the fall due to the MCA testing that happened during the originally scheduled time. The events and planning going on during this time period were very stressful for staff and we agreed it would be best to table the event until Fall. Beverly mentioned that she would attempt to contact Meredith during August to start organizing for this event.
· Beverly brought up their recent experiences at the PTA Convention, remarking that there were many ideas but not much of it would be relevant to our particular organization. It was good for STEM night ideas and fundraising ideas (such as a Sticker/pencil Machine in the halls that could bring in additional income for the PTA and school). She also suggested a kind of “Spaghetti Dinner” fundraiser that could potentially coincide with the Walk-a-thon and adding PTA stickers on Walk-a-thon envelopes that could allow them to register with the PTA if they add their name, address or email. We could send thank you notes/PTA Membership cards to them afterwards to help engage with our parents and try to bring up our attendance numbers at meetings.
· Kristin brought up that 4th grade parents are quite upset regarding the lack of a 4th. Grade concert since they were added to the Veteran’s Day concert instead. The Veteran’s Day concert is open to all, including the parents, and they are free to attend. Karen explained that it was due to a few scheduling conflicts and it was a way to condense events, apologized for the confusion, and said she would take special note of them the next year.
· While discussing events, it was also brought up that we should be using our movie license more throughout the school year, either scheduled monthly or just more often throughout the school year as it was done in previous years. We offered to host these events during the afternoon as well since it can help with scheduling conflicts and Kids Stop. Kristin or Beverly will look into when the current license expires and we will plan events at a later point. It was also noted that we could be selling candy, stickers, etc… at these events as a way to fundraise as well. Prices would be low (.50c per item potentially) and it would entertain the kids too if there was more variety to the experience.
· In the same vein as the movie license, it was mentioned that we could potentially host a movie night at the end of February to coordinate with the One District, One Book event. Depending on what book is announced, and when we can get that information, we may be able to find a movie to tie in with the literature and show it after reading is completed. Karen said that they usually do not know what the chosen book is until January so we will table the idea until closer to that time.
· The Silent Auction baskets from the Family/STEM night were a success, bringing in close to $1400 for fundraising. It is also important to note that our AmazonSmile and wish list is still available for all parents and staff to look through and contribute to. The wish list items make a huge difference and are greatly appreciated, while the AmazonSmile charity funds go directly to funding school trips, supplies, and more throughout the school year. Coborn’s Rewards is also another great program people can sign up with and designate Madison Elementary as their organization of choice for charitable donations.
Old Business
(key information and motions voted on)
· The nominations for the upcoming school year 2019-2020 are as follows:
· Beverly Unsworth as President. All in attendance voted aye for this nomination; there were no nays in opposition.
· Kristin Hannon as Treasurer. All in attendance voted aye for this nomination; there were no nays in opposition.
· Krystine Bunich as Secretary. All in attendance voted aye for this nomination; there were no nays in opposition.
New Business 
· No other new business was discussed at this time. 
Next Meeting(s)
· The first “open to all” PTA meeting of the school year will be confirmed at a later date but is likely to fall on September 16th. 2019.
· Board members will meet most likely throughout summer and specifically in August to organize for the upcoming year, strategize on marketing the PTA to incoming parents, and gather any additional information needed for the first meeting of the school year.
· It was also noted and agreed that the January 2020 PTA meeting will be scheduled on January 27th. 2020 instead of our usual 3rd. Monday format due to MLK Day and Professional Development.
