November 2018 Board Meeting Minutes

Date: November 19th. 2018
Location: Madison Elementary School Media Center
Time: 6:00 pm 
Meeting called to order by: President Beverly Unsworth
Attendees: Karen Kruse, Beverly Unsworth, Julie Carpenter, Kristin Hannon, Krystine Bunich, and Ashley & Dusty Robbins were present. 

Officers' Reports
Treasury: given by Kristin Hannon
· Kristin reported the PTA balances for each month of this current school year, along with a list of checks written to each grade for their portions of Walk-a-thon money and miscellaneous expenses like Staff T-shirts, Physical Education, and Music necessities.
· We began November with a balance of $17,697.18, with Walk-a-thon raising $6,944.
· There are no other updates to the budget at this time but it was agreed that checks would be made out to Pre-K for their involvement in the Walk-a-thon as well as one to pay for additional staff t-shirts. 
· PTA still needs to pay for YaYa, Science Rocks (the science conference), and anything regarding the Spring celebration next year when those come due.
Administrative Reports (Presented by Karen Kruse)
· There may be a flyer sent to parents through Peachjar regarding “problem solving” and the chain of command for Madison Elementary. If there are questions or concerns, they should be directed to Kate Flynn, otherwise there are other points of contact higher up that could assist if there is any issue not being addressed to the satisfaction of parents/staff members.
· There was also discussion regarding the consent forms for photo releases that need to be signed or addressed. The photo release is consent for both the public media to post photos or video of concerts, events, etc… that may include your child but also included consent in using your child’s photo in the school yearbook. We want to remind all parents to read carefully and consider signing it since so many may not have realized that it excluded their child or children from the yearbook. 
General Discussion 
· Parents should know about the Coborn’s Rewards and Cashwise program and Amazon Smile option as an opportunity to contribute to Madison’s fundraising throughout the year. Parents can designate Madison Elementary school as their charity/school of choice to receive additional funding from both the Coborn’s Rewards program and by using https://smile.amazon.com/ when doing any online shopping with Amazon. It doesn’t require any extra donating during purchases and is an easy way for parents to contribute without having to worry about paperwork, finances, etc... It is important to note that you will need to use the actual website on PC, not through an app, for Amazon Smile purchases and that you will need to re-designate Madison as your selected school every school year with Coborn’s, as it will not roll over each year. Because of this, please check to make sure Madison is still selected as your school of choice if shopping with Coborn’s throughout the year.
Old Business
(key information, motions voted on, things previously discussed)
· As previously discussed, meetings are held BI-MONTHLY for parents, but should maintain the schedule of the third Monday of those months at 6:00 – 7:00pm. Board members will check in with each other to determine if they need to meet in between those months and discuss plans, events, etc... but otherwise will now be open to all members every OTHER month. 
· The PTA playground/sensory improvement project was briefly discussed during this meeting. Beverly is researching/fact-finding regarding which needs would be best met and how we could provide the best improvement at this time, so there is nothing new to report at this time. This will be an ongoing conversation throughout the year though as we gather intel and contacts in relation to the project. 
· PTA is still looking for volunteers for the programs and events previously mentioned. Please contact the Kate Flynn if you are interested in volunteering with Madison. Volunteers are needed for: 
1. Kids First (Monthly mentoring program that Principal Flynn proposed)
2. Madison Lunchroom (Through school year – supervise kids during lunch)
New Business
· It was also discussed during this meeting if there were ideas to improve parent engagement. We’re hoping to see more parents involved in PTA and attending meetings, events, etc… and would love to have some feedback regarding what we could do to attract more involvement.
· Fundraising opportunities were discussed with Beverly bringing up the option of a shoe trading/donation possibility that she heard of (a company pays for the pairs of shoes the school accumulates via donations). She will research this further but Ashley Robbins also brought up other places like Old Chicago, Pizza Ranch, Chic-fil-a, Perkins, Jersey Mike’s, Air Maxx, etc… These are places we could look into for donation nights in addition to the Chipotle fundraising we can do once a year. Ashley will provide a list she found of local donator restaurants we could look into at a later point.
· Special thank you to the St. Cloud Rotary Club for the donation of hats and gloves for our students; to those who volunteered for picture day, Walk-a-Thon, and those that donated to the school. It is incredibly appreciated and helps Madison out so much! And of course, a special thank you to Karen Kruse for her continued dedication and hard work to make these events and opportunities possible.
· The PTA Family Movie Night will be December 13th.  from 5:30 – 7pm in the small gym. We will be watching The Incredibles 2 on projector and will be providing popcorn and freezies (flavored ice) for refreshment.
