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Has your situation changed?  Are your financial circumstances different than they were in 2019?


Sometimes, the information on the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA®) does not represent your current financial situation. If you and your family have an unusual financial situation, please contact the Financial Aid Office at the schools you are considering attending. 
The following examples are situations that a Financial Aid Office may be able to consider, in addition to your FAFSA info: 
Recent unemployment or loss of income 
One-time/non-recurring income 
High medical expenses not covered by insurance 
Divorce or separation 
Death or disability of a parent or spouse 
Any other type of unusual circumstances 

If you have experienced a hardship or a change in circumstance, please take the following actions: 
1. Contact the Financial Aid Office of the school you are interested in attending and listed on your FAFSA. As a reminder, under federal law, only a school can change a FAFSA related to special circumstances and decisions made by one school may not apply to another school. 
2. Contact the Pennsylvania Higher Education Assistnace Agency (PHEAA) for PA State Grant reconsideration. Visit PHEAA.org/StateGrant for guidance about how to report this info to PHEAA with regard to PA State Grant eligibility, or contact PHEAA at 1-800-692-7392. 
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
