[bookmark: _GoBack]For this assignment, you will be recording yourself teaching a newly created lesson.  Although you do not need to rewrite a new lesson plan for this assignment, many of the elements included in the lesson plan will still need to be displayed during your video.  You should be greeting your audience, asking introduction questions, completing the lesson, and creating an activity that aligns with your lesson as an example to show your audience.  
For your lesson, you will need to read a story to your audience.  Your story needs to be appropriate for the preschool age level.  The book that you choose needs to be at least 20 pages in length.  While reading the story, you are required to ask open-ended questions for each page.  Make sure to provide an example answer to your questions as well. The questions cannot be used more than once.  
Upon completion of the story, you should model your activity that you would have your preschoolers complete.  This means that you should be physically showing your students what they will be doing before “dismissing them to their table”.  Your video should be at least 5 minutes long. It is due 2 weeks from the day that you were assigned to teach.  We will be playing it in class on the Monday or Friday after it is submitted.  Finally once your video is complete, answer the questions for your modified teaching experience evaluation on the back of this rubric.
